BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA:

Section 1. Section 39-71-106, MCA, is amended to read:

"39-71-106. No liability for reporting violation. (1) A person, including but not limited to an
insurer or an employer, may not be held liable for civil damages as a result of reporting in good faith
information that the person believes proves a violation of the provisions of chapter 72 or this chapter.

(2) A-report THE REPORTING OR PROVIDING oOf information UNDER SUBSECTION (1) is presumed to be in

good faith

the—report. THE PRESUMPTION MAY BE OVERCOME BY A SHOWING THAT THE PERSON REPORTING OR PROVIDING THE

INFORMATION WAS GROSSLY NEGLIGENT OR PROVIDED INFORMATION, KNOWING THE INFORMATION TO BE FALSE."

NEW SECTION. Section 3. Applicability. [This act] applies to reports and to actions arising from

reports made on or after [the effective date of this act].
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
