Fiscal Analysis 
 
ASSUMPTIONS: 
1. This bill requires school districts to craft and distribute very specific, detailed policies regarding the 

prohibition of harassment, intimidation, or bullying in all areas of a district’s responsibility.  It further 
describes the responsibilities of school districts and district personnel to distribute, provide training on, and 
implement their policy. 

2. Districts are currently required to adopt and distribute policy regarding non-discrimination based on gender 
under the provisions of the federal law, Title IX of Education Amendments to the Civil Rights Act of 1964.   
Building on this existing policy framework in most school districts, the requirements of this bill would not 
require significant additional effort by school districts to implement.
