ASSUMPTIONS: 
1. Seed license fees will be increased $5 and $10 for in state and out of state licenses, respectively.   
2. A $5.00 per license for the 495 in state firms and a $10 per license for the 27 out of state firms would 

increase the revenue by $2,745 annually. 
3. An increase in the assessment fee would increase the revenue by approximately $4,018 annually.  This is 

based on the 5 cent per $100 in gross annual increase in the assessment.
