During the 2005 biennium there may be three to five troubled youth that will not be placed in a
Correctional Facility as a result of passage and approval of this bill.

Department of Corrections is unable to estimate the fiscal impact to the department in the upcoming
biennium.

3. [Itis assumed there will be two to four individuals per year placed in DPHHS custody as a result of this
bill.

4. If they meet the Medicaid placement criteria, DPHHS will already have them in the department caseloads.

5. Ifplaced in DPHHS custody, and they do not meet the Medicaid placement criteria, there is no program in
place for them.

6. Due to the inability to determine the Medicaid eligibility of the individuals this bill would affect, DPHHS
is unable to estimate the cost of a program.

TECHNICAL NOTES:

children need to meet the criteria for mental illness and medical necessity. This bill allows the placement
from a correctional facility before they are placed in a correctional facility.
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
