ASSUMPTIONS: 
1. Under current law, not more than 15 percent of the annual revenue may be used for upland game bird 

planting.  FY 2002 revenues were $605,816.  (15 percent x $670,000 = $100,500) 
2. Under this bill, up to $100,000 may be spent for upland game bird planting, not to exceed 

$1,500/landowner.   
3. For purposes of this fiscal note, a net change of $0 in the bird planting is anticipated. 
4. Review and approval of release sites is currently part of the biologists’ routine workload and paid from the 

general license account.  Removal of this requirement won’t change the upland game bird program 
funding.  

5. This bill will not affect the administrative costs funded from the upland game bird account. 
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
