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1. DOTsafety standards for tires were not a
requirement as part of the legalization of OHV's in
Montana--nor has it been an issue since.

2, There are no statistics to support the proposed
need for a DOT tire requirement for OQOHV's

3. DOT standards are designed with a speed rating
and a load index because DOT tires are designed to
withstand heavy weights at high speeds ... As OHV
recreationists we are not traveling at high speeds,
the majority of our recreational activities are not
on pavement and our excursions are not long trip
type distances.

4. Current DOT standard tires are not made for the
conditions we traditiconally ride and were never
designed for multiple use. A DOT tire requirement
will make multiple use more of a safety issue, not
less.

5. As responsible OHV recreationists we are not
traveling substantive distances on asphalt--if
there are isolated traffic violations they should
be handled by enforcement on a site specific basis
without repercussions for the whole QHV community.

6. MTVRA played an integral part in the development
and implementation of the OHV Safety Ed. Program
for Montana and has been in the forefront educating
users about ethics, trail etiguette and safety.
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
