It is estimated that there will be 11,289 convicted felons in Department of Corrections (DoC) facilities in
FY 2006.

It is estimated that there are currently 1,558 felons that are in the care of the DoC that have been tested.
The number of felons that need to be tested are 9,731.

It is assumed that the DoC will mail in bulk to the testing laboratory and the cost per mailing (50 samples)
is approximately $12.00. The initial cost of mailing in FY 2006 would be $2,335 (9,731 (current and
future untested population / 50 (bulk mailing) * $12.00 (cost of mailing)).

It is estimated that 506 more convicted felons will be committed to the DoC in FY 2007.

The estimated cost of mailings in FY 2007 to the DoC would be $121 (506 (new felons) / 50 bulk mailing
* $12.00 (cost of mailing)).
