ASSUMPTIONS: 
Department of Natural Resources and Conservation (DNRC) 
1. The demand for water and sewer loans is estimated to continue at the level of $10 - $15 million per year. 
2. The federal grant award from the Environment Protection Agency (EPA) is estimated to be $12 million 

annually and loan repayments are estimated to remain at $5 million each year. 
3. The EPA grant allows $250,000 in loan forgiveness for qualifying hardship water system loan applicants.  

The loan forgiveness helps to make user rates and charges more affordable for low-income communities.  
With the passage of this bill, the department will spend $250,000 from the existing budget for loan 
forgiveness expenditures.
