Fiscal Analysis 
 
ASSUMPTIONS: 
1. The Department of Justice currently funds enforcement of title 16, chapter 11, parts 4 and 5, MCA, out of 

the major litigation account in the department’s biennial budget.  In 2003, the legislature authorized the 
deposit of penalties and fees collected under 16-11-404, MCA, into the major litigation account and 
statutorily appropriated those fees to the department.  This bill would extend that statutory appropriation 
to cover penalties and fees recovered under 16-11-509, MCA, as well.  The major litigation account is a 
general fund appropriation to the department.  The penalties and fees redirected into that account would be 
deposited to the general fund if not allocated to the department as provided in 16-11-404(2), MCA, and 
this bill.  The bill therefore will have no calculable fiscal impact. 

2. The statutorily appropriation is deleted in this proposed legislation contingent upon the approval of a HB 2 
appropriation in the Department of Justice for the same purpose.
