Fiscal Analysis 
 
1. This legislation revises certain laws regarding the Child Support Enforcement program in the Department of 

Public Health and Human Services. 
2. There is no fiscal impact of this bill. 
 
TECHNICAL NOTES: 
As a condition of receipt of any federal funding under Title IV-D or Title IV-A of the Social Security Act, the 
Child Support Enforcement Division (CSED) must have a child support program that meets all of the 
requirements of operating a federally subsidized child support system.  These requirements are referred to as the 
state plan.  Failure to have an acceptable state plan disqualifies Montana from obtaining any funding for child 
support or the Temporary Assistance to Needy Families (TANF) program.   
 
One of the requirements of the state plan is that states must have a directory of new hires from which to obtain a 
report of employer data on newly hired employees.  This directory must include employer identification 
information. This bill addresses this requirement in 40-5-206 MCA.
