ASSUMPTIONS:

1. This legislation could impact workload in District Courts for Judges and court personnel in issuing
judgments. This legislation would require judgments to order payment of jury costs and up to $200 of
prosecution costs be paid to cities or counties when there was a jury trial in District Court after a jury trial
on the same charge in a court of limited jurisdiction.

2. This legislation may increase District Court workload but the Judicial Branch is unable to estimate the
fiscal impact. The cumulative impact of such legislation may over a period of time require additional
judicial resources since the court dockets are already full throughout the state.
