Fiscal Analysis

ASSUMPTIONS.:

1. HB 475 allows county governments to impose an additional 10 percent surcharge on the amount of fees
collected on motor homes in accordance with 61-3-522, MCA.

2. The increased revenues generated by this bill would be retained by the counties for deposit in the county
general fund. It is unknown how many counties would implement this additional fee as well as the
additional percentage fee that would be determined by each county.

EFFECT ON COUNTY OR OTHER LOCAL REVENUES OR EXPENDITURES:

Those counties electing to charge this additional fee would see an increase in revenues dependent upon the
number of motor homes registered in their county and the rate elected to be charged for this fee. The
additional fee is applied to the fee paid pursuant to 61-3-522, MCA; the amount of revenue generated from
this fee is approximately $2 million per year. If all counties opted to apply the maximum fee amount, the
potential revenue increases for county general funds is $200,000 ($2 million x 10%) per year.
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
