1. This bill requires the Department of Public Health and Human Services to maintain a registry of health
care providers willing to accept of or assist in the transfer of people who have made a declaration
containing a direction to provide life-sustaining treatment.

hours X $108 per hour).

3. Maintenance of the system will cost $3,888 annually (36 hours per year X $108 per hour).
