Fiscal Analysis 
 
ASSUMPTIONS: 
1. This bill will reallocate the 80 percent of the Habitat Montana revenue used for land acquisition, 

conservation easements, and leases to the Field Services Division for leases that provide hunting access 
and to secure public access to private and public lands for hunting purposes.     

2. In FY 2004, $2,965,000 was deposited in a state special revenue fund for the acquisition portion of 
Habitat Montana.  The department will reduce the capital program and increase the operations program by 
that amount each year.  

3. As long as the department is 20 percent or more over the desired population targets in deer and elk hunting 
districts, the above-mentioned transfer from capital to operations will occur.
