FISCAL SUMMARY

 
Description of Fiscal Impact:  
The projected fiscal impact is based upon bill passage that mandates reimbursement from the state general fund 
to counties that have disbursed funds to defer veteran interment expenses.  Current statute requires a deceased 
veteran’s county of residence pay a “sum not to exceed $250” to help defer the veteran’s internment expense. 
The amount appropriated annually in the bill is $586,342 to offset interment costs.  There is also the cost of 
administering the program. 
 

FISCAL ANALYSIS 
 
Assumptions: 
Department of Military Affairs 
1. This proposal creates a reimbursement program to counties administered by the Department of Military 

Affairs.  This will require an FTE, plus a workstation and computer.  The estimated salary and benefits for 
the position would be $45,000 per year in the 2009 biennium.   There are estimated operating expenses in 
FY 2008 of $2,000.  These funds would need to be appropriated in HB 2. 

2. The annual appropriation of $586,342 in the bill will accommodate reimbursement of 2,345 annual 
veteran interments at the $250 figure currently in statute.
