Technical Notes:

SB 65 restricts the ability of DPHHS to transfer state special revenue authority between appropriations within
a biennium to maintain programs. It may, within a biennium, result in the reduction of services or the creation
waiting lists. For example, if the Big Sky Rx program caseload became larger than originally anticipated and
appropriated for, this bill would restrict the department’s management capability of the unexpected increase.
Other available state special revenue appropriation sources would be precluded from use in resolving this
issue. Appropriation transfers from unrestricted Health and Medicaid Initiative Account funded programs or
general fund appropriation, if available, would be the only source of additional funding.
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
