Explanation - This amendment restores about half of the funding
for the 5% reduction item "9% Reduction Physician and Anesthesia
RBRVS", which lowered Medicaid physician reimbursement rates to
the Medicare rate. This item was submitted as part of the 5%
reduction plan as required by statute, but this item was not
included in the executive budget request. It was adopted as part
of the legislative budget starting point.

This amendment brings state special revenue appropriations from
the health and Medicaid initiatives state special revenue account
up to the level appropriated in the base budget year for Medicaid
state plan services (hospital, physicians, drugs). This change
continues funding for historic provider rate increases and
service expansions that shifted to the general fund in the 2013
biennium budget. This change frees up general fund to restore
most of the state match needed for physician rate reductions due
to the adoption of the 5% plan item.

This amendment adds the following amounts:
