(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘“mechanical
tréeatment” means an activity that uses a tool
to remove fiber that has commercial value to
local markets in the vieinity of the area treated.

(B) INCLUSIONS.—The term ‘‘mechanical
treatment”’ includes leaving fiber on the forest
floor after treatment with a tool, if an option
for removal of the fiber was provided.

(C) ExcLUSIONS.—The term ‘‘mechanical

(1) IN GENERAL.—The use of motor-
ized and mechanized vehicles in the Otatsy
Recreation Management Area shall be per-
mitted only on the roads, trails, and areas
designated tor use bV motorized and
mechanized vehicles by the management

plan required under subparagraph (B).
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(1) INTERIM MANAGEMENT.—Until

‘the date on which the management plan
reauired under subvaraeraph (B) is ap-

(1) the ovportunities for expvanded all-terrain
vehicles routes and trails across the Three Rivers
District and adjacent areas on the Kootenai Na-
tional Forest;

(2) the interconnectedness of routes on private
or State land; and
