FISCAL SUMMARY

Description of fiscal impact:  HB167, as amended in the Senate committee, exempts off-highway vehicles 

(OHV) registered in an adjacent state from the purchase of a $27 temporary use sticker if that state does not 

require users of OHV’s registered in Montana to pay a fee in that state. 

 

FISCAL ANALYSIS 
 

Assumptions: 

1. Under 23-2-814, MCA, there is a $5 fee for a nonresident off-highway vehicles (OHV) temporary-use 

sticker on OHVs used in Montana that are not registered in another state. 

2. In 2014 1,115 temporary-use stickers were purchased generating $5,575 in revenue. 

3. Montana currently has reciprocity with 41 states that require OHV registration, and does not require that 

visitors from these states purchase temporary-use stickers. 

4. Currently, nine states do not require registration of OHVs and residents from these states are currently 

required to purchase temporary-use stickers. 

5. HB 167 removes reciprocity with other states except those adjacent to Montana that do not require payment 

of a fee for OHVs registered in Montana. 

6. Currently, Idaho is the only adjacent state that does not require the payment of a fee for OHVs registered in 

Montana.     
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7. Under HB 167, the fee is increased to $27. 

8. The total number of nonresidents operating OHVs in Montana is not known. 

9. The level of compliance by nonresident OHV operators is not known. 

10. Education of the public will occur during the first year of implementation. 

11. During the first year of implementation half the estimated stickers will be sold. 

12. Based on current sales, the estimated number of sticker sold on a proportionate basis is 5,947.   

13. FY 2016 revenue generated from the $27 fee is 2,974 x $27 = $ 80,29 

14. For future years, revenue is estimated at 5,947 x $27 = $160,569 

15. Under current law, the funds are deposited in the state general fund. 

16. HB 167 changes the distribution of funds to the state special revenue fund of the Department of Fish, 

Wildlife and Parks. 

17. The changes results in a decrease in revenue to the general funds and an increase to state special revenue. 

18. Of the $27 fee, $15 is designated for expanded maintenance of trails. 

19. The $12 balance of the $27 fee is designated to fund enforcement of OHV laws ($2.50), for OHV education 

($6), for a commission to the license agent ($1), to mitigate and eradicate noxious weeds ($1.50), and for a 

search and rescue surcharge ($1.00).
