A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT ESTABLISHING THE MONTANA HOME OWNERSHIP MEANS 4 

ECONOMIC SECURITY ACT; CREATING THE MONTANA HOUSING INFRASTRUCTURE PRINCIPAL 5 

ACCOUNT IN THE ENTERPRISE FUND TYPE; CREATING A STATE SPECIAL REVENUE ACCOUNT; 6 

PROVIDING FOR DUTIES FOR THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS AND THE DEPARTMENT OF 7 

COMMERCE; PROVIDING ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR THE USE OF FUNDS; PROVIDING FOR 8 

DEED RESTRICTIONS SET BY THE BOARD OF INVESTMENTS; PROVIDING FOR PLANNING GRANTS 9 

AND LOANS; ESTABLISHING REPORTING REQUIREMENTS; PROVIDING A STATUTORY 10 

APPROPRIATION; TRANSFERRING FUNDS FROM THE GENERAL FUND INTO A STATE SPECIAL 11 

REVENUE ACCOUNT; PROVIDING RULEMAKING AUTHORITY; AMENDING SECTION 17-7-502, MCA; 12 

AND PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.” 13

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA: 15 

 16 

NEW SECTION. Section 1. Short title. [This act] may be cited as the "Home Ownership Means 17 

Economic Security Act". 18 

 19 

NEW SECTION. Section 2. Montana housing infrastructure principal account. (1) There is a 20 

Montana housing infrastructure principal account within the enterprise fund type established in 17-2-102 to the 21 

credit of the board of investments. Money deposited in the account established in this section must be invested 22 

by the board of investments as provided by law. 23 

(2) The state treasurer shall transfer monthly from this account to the account established in 24 

[section 3] the amount of earnings, excluding unrealized gains and losses, required to meet the obligations of 25 

the state that are payable from the account. Earnings not transferred to the account established in [section 3] 26 

must be retained in the principal account. 27 

(3) The principal of the trust must forever remain inviolate unless appropriated by a vote of two-28 
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thirds of the members of each house of the legislature. 1

NEW SECTION. Section 3. Montana housing infrastructure earnings state special revenue 3 

account. (1) There is a Montana housing infrastructure earnings state special revenue account within the state 4 

special revenue fund established in 17-2-102 administered by the department of commerce. Pursuant to 5 

[section 2], interest and earnings on $25 million from the trust fund established in [section 2] must be deposited 6 

in this fund. 7 

(2) The account is statutorily appropriated, as provided in 17-7-502, to the department of 8 

commerce to provide planning grants to eligible entities pursuant to [sections 4, 7, and 9] and for the 9 

administration of the grant program. 10 

 11 

NEW SECTION. Section 4. Eligible use of funds. Funds in the account established in [section 3] 12 

may only be used to: 13 

(1) provide planning grants to local governments and tribal governments for planning and zoning 14 

reforms to increase housing supply; and 15 

(2) cover administration costs of the program. 16 

 17 

NEW SECTION. Section 5. Purpose. The purpose of the loans made and the bonds or other 18 

securities issued and purchased pursuant to [sections 2, 5, 6, 7, and 9] are: 19 

(1) to increase home ownership and provide more long-term rental opportunity; 20 

(2) to increase housing supply and offer diverse housing types to meet the needs of population 21 

growth; and 22 

(3) to create partnerships between the state, local governments, private sector developers, and 23 

applicants for residential development to finance necessary infrastructure for housing. 24 

 25 

NEW SECTION. Section 6. Terms. The total amount of loans made to an entity for an infrastructure 26 

project pursuant to [section 9(1)] may not exceed: 27 

(1) $1 million; or 28

(2) 50% of the projected project cost. 1

NEW SECTION. Section 7. Eligibility. For the costs of an infrastructure project to be eligible to be 3 

paid by the proceeds of a loan or bonds or other securities of an eligible government unit as defined in 17-5-4 

1604, the infrastructure project must provide for residential development at a minimum gross density of 10 units 5 

for each acre. 6

NEW SECTION. Section 8. Department duties -- rulemaking authority -- reporting. (1) The 8 

department of commerce shall administer the planning grant program pursuant to [section 4(1)]. 9 

(2) The department of commerce shall adopt rules to administer the planning grant program that 10 

address the following: 11 

(a) reviewing the criteria and the application scoring system to prioritize applications based on 12 

planning and zoning reforms; 13 

(b) ensuring readiness to proceed with the development; 14 

(c) ensuring a subdivision improvement agreement; and 15 

(d) reviewing other factors relevant to promoting successful housing developments that meet the 16 

density requirements of [section 7]. 17 

(3) The department of commerce shall, in accordance with 5-11-210, report annually by 18 

September 1 to the legislative finance committee on the amounts granted and the status of all grants. 19 

(4) The department of commerce may adopt rules to administer the planning grant program. 20 

 21 

NEW SECTION. Section 9. Financing by board of investments -- DEED RESTRICTIONS. (1) The 22 

board of investments may make loans from the account established in [section 2] to an eligible government unit 23 

as defined in 17-5-1604 or an applicant for residential development to cover the costs of demolition or 24 

expanding or extending water, wastewater, storm water, street, road, curb, gutter, and sidewalk infrastructure to 25 

serve new or rehabilitated residential development. 26 

(2) The board of investments may purchase up to 50% of a bond or other security issued in 27 

accordance with state law by an eligible government unit as defined in 17-5-1604 to cover all or a portion of 28

costs of expanding or extending water, wastewater, storm water, street, road, curb, gutter, and sidewalk 1 

infrastructure to serve new or rehabilitated residential development at an interest rate to be determined by the 2 

board of investments as an investment of the account established in [section 2]. 3 

(3) The board of investments shall: 4 

(a) establish the terms and conditions of the loan, including the interest rate of the loan, with a 5 

term not to exceed 20 years; 6 

(b) if an eligible government unit is the entity seeking a loan or issuing a bond or other security, 7 

require that the eligible government unit waive all impact fees for the developer or the amount of impact fees up 8 

to the amount of the loan or bond or other security, whichever amount is smaller; and 9 

(c) if an applicant for residential development is the entity seeking a loan, require that the applicant 10 

pay all impact fees due to the local government or the amount of impact fees up to the amount of the loan, 11 

whichever amount is smaller; AND 12 

(D) SET POLICY REQUIRING THAT HOUSING BUILT USING INFRASTRUCTURE FUNDED IN PART BY A SECURITY 13 

PURSUANT TO THIS SECTION MUST CONTAIN A DEED RESTRICTION TO PRESERVE LONG-TERM AFFORDABILITY OF THE 14 

HOUSING THAT RUNS WITH THE PROPERTY FOR THE TERM OF THE SECURITY. 15 

(4) The board of investments shall include the amounts loaned and the status of all loans in the 16 

report required in 17-5-1650. 17

Section 10. Section 17-7-502, MCA, is amended to read: 19 

"17-7-502. Statutory appropriations -- definition -- requisites for validity. (1) A statutory 20 

appropriation is an appropriation made by permanent law that authorizes spending by a state agency without 21 

the need for a biennial legislative appropriation or budget amendment. 22 

(2) Except as provided in subsection (4), to be effective, a statutory appropriation must comply with 23 

both of the following provisions: 24 

(a) The law containing the statutory authority must be listed in subsection (3). 25 

(b) The law or portion of the law making a statutory appropriation must specifically state that a 26 

statutory appropriation is made as provided in this section. 27

(4) There is a statutory appropriation to pay the principal, interest, premiums, and costs of issuing, 14 

paying, and securing all bonds, notes, or other obligations, as due, that have been authorized and issued 15 

pursuant to the laws of Montana. Agencies that have entered into agreements authorized by the laws of 16 

Montana to pay the state treasurer, for deposit in accordance with 17-2-101 through 17-2-107, as determined 17 

by the state treasurer, an amount sufficient to pay the principal and interest as due on the bonds or notes have 18 

statutory appropriation authority for the payments. (In subsection (3): pursuant to sec. 10, Ch. 360, L. 1999, the 19 

inclusion of 19-20-604 terminates contingently when the amortization period for the teachers' retirement 20 

system's unfunded liability is 10 years or less; pursuant to sec. 73, Ch. 44, L. 2007, the inclusion of 19-6-410 21

NEW SECTION. Section 11. Transfer of funds. By August 15, 2023, the state treasurer shall 13 

transfer $200 million from the general fund to the account established in [section 2]. 14

NEW SECTION. Section 12. Notification to tribal governments. The secretary of state shall send a 16 

copy of [this act] to each federally recognized tribal government in Montana. 17 

 18 

NEW SECTION. Section 13. Codification instruction. (1) [Sections 2, 5, 6, 7, and 9] are intended to 19 

be codified as an integral part of Title 17, chapter 6, and the provisions of Title 17, chapter 6, apply to [sections 20 

2, 5, 6, 7, and 9]. 21 

(2) [Sections 3, 4, and 8] are intended to be codified as an integral part of Title 90, chapter 6, and 22 

the provisions of Title 90, chapter 6, apply to [sections 3, 4, and 8]. 23

NEW SECTION. Section 14. Effective date. [This act] is effective July 1, 2023. 25
