There are three kinds of restrictions that may be applicable to a location. These include AREA
J RESTRICTIONS, ROAD RESTRICTIONS, and TRAIL RESTRICTIONS. To determine restrictions for a
e specific-location, refer to the map and the tables.
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The terms used in this notice are defined as follows:

OFF-ROAD VEHICLE — Any motorized vehicle capable of, or designed for, travel on or immediately
over land, water, or other natural terrain. Included but is not limited to such vehicles as trucks, jeeps,
motorcycles, amphibians, air cushion vehicles, or snow machines.

TRAIL VEHICLE — A motor vehicle 40 inches or less in width such as a trail bike, scooter, motorcycle,
POINTS OF INTEREST LOCATION decigned for trail use.

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Public notice of temporary restriction on areas, roads or trails will be available at the District Office
having jurisdiction. Public notice will also be posted at the restricted area and/or on the restricted road
or trail.

DURING FOREST FIRE SEASON L

state owned and National Forest lands.

ASSUMING RESPONSIBILITY

Off-road travel on trails or across undeveloped country is subject to the obvious and inherent hazards
associated with the type of travel and changing natural conditions. Individuals must be responsible for
having proper skills, equipment, knowledge, and assuming the inherent risks.
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PRIVATE LANDS

This Travel Plan Map applies only to National Forest Lands. Many of the access roads to the National
Forest pass through private property and do not provide public access routes to the Forest. You are
responsible for obtaining permission to cross private property BEFORE you venture onto the property.
Plan your travel carefully, utilize the public access routes indicated on this map whenever possible.
