Once the exact acreage needed for the interchange is determined, Knife River will
submit a release request for that acreage to be donated to the City of Belgrade for use in the
interchange project.

e Change the Plan of Operation to better reflect the postmining land use of
commercial/industrial.

e (Change the site name to “Figgins-Balke #2”.

e Provide an updated map with decimal degree coordinates of their permit boundary.

The site’s permitted acreage will remain at 88.8 acres.

Site Description: The site will continue to provide mine area as well as facility area for this site as
well as the adjacent Knife River gravel pits. Mining will continue as permitted.

Potential Impacts and Mitigation: Use of the amendment area would not cause substantial
impacts on the physical environment and human population. Proponent would be legally bound by
their permit to reclaim the site to commercial/industrial.
