Location affected by action: The water rights involved are used to divert water from
Warm Springs at Meyers Dam through the Silver Lake Pipeline. Meyers Dam is
located in the SE of Sec 25, Twp 5N, Rge 12W, Deer Lodge County.

Narrative summary of the proposed project, purpose, action to be taken, and objectives:
Historically approximately 18 million gallons per day of Silver Lake Water System
(SLWS) water was diverted at Meyer’'s Dam on Warm Springs Creek and conveyed
into the Silver Bow Creek drainage for use at the Anaconda Co concentrator
located in Butte. The water was reclaimed and reused in the concentrating
process and was not available for subsequent use by others.

The purpose of this project is to deliver water from the Silver Lake Water System
to the Metro Storm Drain for use as in-stream flow to enhance the fisheries in
Silver Bow Creek. With the reclamation currently taking place it is critical that
water is delivered from the SLWS to Silver Bow Creek. The water is needed to
help establish and sustain vegetation along the banks of Silver Bow Creek. The

Butte-Silver Bow City/County will use up to 2083 GPM up to 3360 acre-feet per
year of water from the SLWS to establish a flow in Silver Bow Creek.

Silver Bow Creek was once known for its sulphurous smell and brownish-orange water.
For decades the creek served as a place for mining, smelting, industrial and municipal
wastes. Vast mine tailings were deposited along the creek. The proposed project will
take water from the Silver Lake Water System to the Metro Storm Drain for use as in-
stream flow in Silver Bow Creek. The proposed project will enhance water quality and
will help to establish and sustain vegetation along the banks of the creek.

Groundwater - Assess if the proposed project impacts ground water quality or supply.

Determination: No significant impact.
The source of water for this change authorization is Warm Springs Creek.

Determination: No significant impact.

No means of diversion or construction are involved in this proposed change. The
proposed project will take water from the Silver Lake Water System to the Metro Storm
Drain for use as in-stream flow in Silver Bow Creek.
