BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA:6

NEW SECTION.  Section 1.  Captive mergers. (1) A merger between captive stock insurers must meet8

the requirements of 33-3-217 and 33-28-105, except that the commissioner may provide notice to the public of9

the PROPOSED merger PRIOR TO APPROVAL OR DISAPPROVAL OF THE MERGER in place of holding a hearing, at the10

commissioner's discretion.11

(2)  A merger between captive mutual insurers must meet the requirements of 33-3-218 and 33-28-105,12

except that the commissioner may provide notice to the public of the PROPOSED merger PRIOR TO APPROVAL OR13

DISAPPROVAL OF THE MERGER in place of holding a hearing, at the commissioner's discretion.14

Section 2.  Section 15-30-2110, MCA, is amended to read:16

"15-30-2110.  Adjusted gross income. (1) Subject to subsection (14), adjusted gross income is the17

taxpayer's federal adjusted gross income as defined in section 62 of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 62,18

and in addition includes the following:19

(a)  (i) interest received on obligations of another state or territory or county, municipality, district, or other20

political subdivision of another state, except to the extent that the interest is exempt from taxation by Montana21

under federal law;22

(ii) exempt-interest dividends as defined in section 852(b)(5) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C.23

852(b)(5), that are attributable to the interest referred to in subsection (1)(a)(i);24

(b)  refunds received of federal income tax, to the extent that the deduction of the tax resulted in a25

reduction of Montana income tax liability as determined under subsection (15);26

(c)  that portion of a shareholder's income under subchapter S. of Chapter 1 of the Internal Revenue27

Code that has been reduced by any federal taxes paid by the subchapter S. corporation on the income;28

(d)  depreciation or amortization taken on a title plant as defined in 33-25-105;29

(e)  the recovery during the tax year of an amount deducted in any prior tax year to the extent that the30
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amount recovered reduced the taxpayer's Montana income tax in the year deducted;1

(f)  if the state taxable distribution of an estate or trust is greater than the federal taxable distribution of2

the same estate or trust, the difference between the state taxable distribution and the federal taxable distribution3

of the same estate or trust for the same tax period; and4

(g)  except for exempt-interest dividends described in subsection (2)(a)(ii), the amount of any dividend5

to the extent that the dividend is not included in federal adjusted gross income.6

(2)  Notwithstanding the provisions of the Internal Revenue Code, adjusted gross income does not7

include the following, which are exempt from taxation under this chapter:8

(a)  (i) all interest income from obligations of the United States government, the state of Montana, or a9

county, municipality, district, or other political subdivision of the state and any other interest income that is exempt10

from taxation by Montana under federal law;11

(ii) exempt-interest dividends as defined in section 852(b)(5) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C.12

852(b)(5), that are attributable to the interest referred to in subsection (2)(a)(i);13

(b)  interest income earned by a taxpayer who is 65 years of age or older in a tax year up to and including14

$800 for a taxpayer filing a separate return and $1,600 for each joint return;15

(c)  (i) except as provided in subsection (2)(c)(ii) and subject to subsection (16), the first $4,070 of all16

pension and annuity income received as defined in 15-30-2101;17

(ii) subject to subsection (16), for pension and annuity income described under subsection (2)(c)(i), as18

follows:19

(A)  each taxpayer filing singly, head of household, or married filing separately shall reduce the total20

amount of the exclusion provided in subsection (2)(c)(i) by $2 for every $1 of federal adjusted gross income in21

excess of $33,910 as shown on the taxpayer's return;22

(B)  in the case of married taxpayers filing jointly, if both taxpayers are receiving pension or annuity23

income or if only one taxpayer is receiving pension or annuity income, the exclusion claimed as provided in24

subsection (2)(c)(i) must be reduced by $2 for every $1 of federal adjusted gross income in excess of $33,91025

as shown on their joint return;26

(d)  all Montana income tax refunds or tax refund credits;27

(e)  gain required to be recognized by a liquidating corporation under 15-31-113(1)(a)(ii);28

(f)  all tips or gratuities that are covered by section 3402(k) or service charges that are covered by section29

3401 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, 26 U.S.C. 3402(k) or 3401, as amended and applicable on January30
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1, 1983, received by a person for services rendered to patrons of premises licensed to provide food, beverage,1

or lodging;2

(g)  all benefits received under the workers' compensation laws;3

(h)  all health insurance premiums paid by an employer for an employee if attributed as income to the4

employee under federal law;5

(i)  all money received because of a settlement agreement or judgment in a lawsuit brought against a6

manufacturer or distributor of "agent orange" for damages resulting from exposure to "agent orange";7

(j)  principal and income in a medical care savings account established in accordance with 15-61-2018

or withdrawn from an account for eligible medical expenses, as defined in 15-61-102, of the taxpayer or a9

dependent of the taxpayer or for the long-term care of the taxpayer or a dependent of the taxpayer;10

(k)  principal and income in a first-time home buyer savings account established in accordance with11

15-63-201 or withdrawn from an account for eligible costs, as provided in 15-63-202(7), for the first-time purchase12

of a single-family residence;13

(l)  contributions or earnings withdrawn from a family education savings account or from a qualified tuition14

program established and maintained by another state as provided by section 529(b)(1)(A)(ii) of the Internal15

Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 529(b)(1)(A)(ii), for qualified higher education expenses, as defined in 15-62-103, of16

a designated beneficiary;17

(m)  the recovery during the tax year of any amount deducted in any prior tax year to the extent that the18

recovered amount did not reduce the taxpayer's Montana income tax in the year deducted;19

(n)  if the federal taxable distribution of an estate or trust is greater than the state taxable distribution of20

the same estate or trust, the difference between the federal taxable distribution and the state taxable distribution21

of the same estate or trust for the same tax period;22

(o)  deposits, not exceeding the amount set forth in 15-30-3003, deposited in a Montana farm and ranch23

risk management account, as provided in 15-30-3001 through 15-30-3005, in any tax year for which a deduction24

is not provided for federal income tax purposes;25

(p)  income of a dependent child that is included in the taxpayer's federal adjusted gross income pursuant26

to the Internal Revenue Code. The child is required to file a Montana personal income tax return if the child and27

taxpayer meet the filing requirements in 15-30-2602.28

(q)  principal and income deposited in a health care expense trust account, as defined in 2-18-1303, or29

withdrawn from the account for payment of qualified health care expenses as defined in 2-18-1303;30
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(r)  that part of the refundable credit provided in 33-22-2006 that reduces Montana tax below zero;1

(s)(r)  the amount of the gain recognized from the sale or exchange of a mobile home park as provided2

in 15-31-163; and3

(t)(s)  the amount of a scholarship to an eligible student by a student scholarship organization pursuant4

to 15-30-3104.5

(3)  A shareholder of a DISC that is exempt from the corporate income tax under 15-31-102(1)(l) shall6

include in the shareholder's adjusted gross income the earnings and profits of the DISC in the same manner as7

provided by section 995 of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 995, for all periods for which the DISC election8

is effective.9

(4)  A taxpayer who, in determining federal adjusted gross income, has reduced the taxpayer's business10

deductions by an amount for wages and salaries for which a federal tax credit was elected under sections 38 and11

51(a) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 38 and 51(a), is allowed to deduct the amount of the wages and12

salaries paid regardless of the credit taken. The deduction must be made in the year that the wages and salaries13

were used to compute the credit. In the case of a partnership or small business corporation, the deduction must14

be made to determine the amount of income or loss of the partnership or small business corporation.15

(5)  Married taxpayers filing a joint federal return who are required to include part of their social security16

benefits or part of their tier 1 railroad retirement benefits in federal adjusted gross income may split the federal17

base used in calculation of federal taxable social security benefits or federal taxable tier 1 railroad retirement18

benefits when they file separate Montana income tax returns. The federal base must be split equally on the19

Montana return.20

(6)  Married taxpayers filing a joint federal return who are allowed a capital loss deduction under section21

1211 of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 1211, and who file separate Montana income tax returns may22

claim the same amount of the capital loss deduction that is allowed on the federal return. If the allowable capital23

loss is clearly attributable to one spouse, the loss must be shown on that spouse's return; otherwise, the loss24

must be split equally on each return.25

(7)  In the case of passive and rental income losses, married taxpayers filing a joint federal return and26

who file separate Montana income tax returns are not required to recompute allowable passive losses according27

to the federal passive activity rules for married taxpayers filing separately under section 469 of the Internal28

Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 469. If the allowable passive loss is clearly attributable to one spouse, the loss must29

be shown on that spouse's return; otherwise, the loss must be split equally on each return.30
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(8)  Married taxpayers filing a joint federal return in which one or both of the taxpayers are allowed a1

deduction for an individual retirement contribution under section 219 of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C.2

219, and who file separate Montana income tax returns may claim the same amount of the deduction that is3

allowed on the federal return. The deduction must be attributed to the spouse who made the contribution.4

(9)  (a) Married taxpayers filing a joint federal return who are allowed a deduction for interest paid for a5

qualified education loan under section 221 of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 221, and who file separate6

Montana income tax returns may claim the same amount of the deduction that is allowed on the federal return.7

The deduction may be split equally on each return or in proportion to each taxpayer's share of federal adjusted8

gross income.9

(b)  Married taxpayers filing a joint federal return who are allowed a deduction for qualified tuition and10

related expenses under section 222 of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 222, and who file separate Montana11

income tax returns may claim the same amount of the deduction that is allowed on the federal return. The12

deduction may be split equally on each return or in proportion to each taxpayer's share of federal adjusted gross13

income.14

(10) A taxpayer receiving retirement disability benefits who has not attained 65 years of age by the end15

of the tax year and who has retired as permanently and totally disabled may exclude from adjusted gross income16

up to $100 a week received as wages or payments in lieu of wages for a period during which the employee is17

absent from work due to the disability. If the adjusted gross income before this exclusion exceeds $15,000, the18

excess reduces the exclusion by an equal amount. This limitation affects the amount of exclusion, but not the19

taxpayer's eligibility for the exclusion. If eligible, married individuals shall apply the exclusion separately, but the20

limitation for income exceeding $15,000 is determined with respect to the spouses on their combined adjusted21

gross income. For the purpose of this subsection, "permanently and totally disabled" means unable to engage22

in any substantial gainful activity by reason of any medically determined physical or mental impairment lasting23

or expected to last at least 12 months.24

(11) (a) An individual who contributes to one or more accounts established under the Montana family25

education savings program or to a qualified tuition program established and maintained by another state as26

provided by section 529(b)(1)(A)(ii) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 529(b)(1)(A)(ii), may reduce adjusted27

gross income by the lesser of $3,000 or the amount of the contribution. In the case of married taxpayers, each28

spouse is entitled to a reduction, not in excess of $3,000, for the spouses' contributions to the accounts. Spouses29

may jointly elect to treat half of the total contributions made by the spouses as being made by each spouse. The30
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reduction in adjusted gross income under this subsection applies only with respect to contributions to an account1

of which the account owner is the taxpayer, the taxpayer's spouse, or the taxpayer's child or stepchild if the2

taxpayer's child or stepchild is a Montana resident. The provisions of subsection (1)(e) do not apply with respect3

to withdrawals of contributions that reduced adjusted gross income.4

(b)  Contributions made pursuant to this subsection (11) are subject to the recapture tax provided in5

15-62-208.6

(12) (a) An individual who contributes to one or more accounts established under the Montana achieving7

a better life experience program or to a qualified program established and maintained by another state as8

provided by section 529A(e)(7) of the Internal Revenue Code, 26 U.S.C. 529A(e)(7), may reduce adjusted gross9

income by the lesser of $3,000 or the amount of the contribution. In the case of married taxpayers, each spouse10

is entitled to a reduction, not to exceed $3,000, for the spouses' contributions to the accounts. Spouses may11

jointly elect to treat one-half of the total contributions made by the spouses as being made by each spouse. The12

reduction in adjusted gross income under this subsection (12)(a) applies only with respect to contributions to an13

account for which the account owner is the taxpayer, the taxpayer's spouse, or the taxpayer's child or stepchild14

if the taxpayer's child or stepchild is a Montana resident. The provisions of subsection (1)(e) do not apply with15

respect to withdrawals of contributions that reduced adjusted gross income.16

(b)  Contributions made pursuant to this subsection (12) are subject to the recapture tax provided in17

53-25-118.18

(13) (a) A taxpayer may exclude the amount of the loan payment received pursuant to subsection19

(13)(a)(iv), not to exceed $5,000, from the taxpayer's adjusted gross income if the taxpayer:20

(i)  is a health care professional licensed in Montana as provided in Title 37;21

(ii) is serving a significant portion of a designated geographic area, special population, or facility22

population in a federally designated health professional shortage area, a medically underserved area or23

population, or a federal nursing shortage county as determined by the secretary of health and human services24

or by the governor;25

(iii) has had a student loan incurred as a result of health-related education; and26

(iv) has received a loan payment during the tax year made on the taxpayer's behalf by a loan repayment27

program described in subsection (13)(b) as an incentive to practice in Montana.28

(b)  For the purposes of subsection (13)(a), a loan repayment program includes a federal, state, or29

qualified private program. A qualified private loan repayment program includes a licensed health care facility, as30

defined in 50-5-101, that makes student loan payments on behalf of the person who is employed by the facility1

as a licensed health care professional.2

(14) Notwithstanding the provisions of subsection (1), adjusted gross income does not include 40% of3

capital gains on the sale or exchange of capital assets before December 31, 1986, as capital gains are4

determined under subchapter P. of Chapter 1 of the Internal Revenue Code as it read on December 31, 1986.5

(15) A refund received of federal income tax referred to in subsection (1)(b) must be allocated in the6

following order as applicable:7

(a)  to federal income tax in a prior tax year that was not deducted on the state tax return in that prior tax8

year;9

(b)  to federal income tax in a prior tax year that was deducted on the state tax return in that prior tax year10

but did not result in a reduction in state income tax liability in that prior tax year; and11

(c)  to federal income tax in a prior tax year that was deducted on the state tax return in that prior tax year12

and that reduced the taxpayer's state income tax liability in that prior tax year.13

(16) By November 1 of each year, the department shall multiply the amount of pension and annuity14

income contained in subsection (2)(c)(i) and the federal adjusted gross income amounts in subsection (2)(c)(ii)15

by the inflation factor for the following tax year, rounded to the nearest $10. The resulting amounts are effective16

for that following tax year and must be used as the basis for the exemption determined under subsection (2)(c).17

(Subsection (2)(f) terminates on occurrence of contingency--sec. 3, Ch. 634, L. 1983; subsection (2)(o) terminates18

on occurrence of contingency--sec. 9, Ch. 262, L. 2001; subsection (2)(t) (2)(s) terminates December 31,19

2023--sec. 33, Ch. 457, L. 2015.)"20

Section 3.  Section 15-30-2618, MCA, is amended to read:22

"15-30-2618.  Confidentiality of tax records. (1) Except as provided in 5-12-303, 15-1-106, 17-7-111,23

and subsections (8) and (9) of this section, in accordance with a proper judicial order, or as otherwise provided24

by law, it is unlawful to divulge or make known in any manner:25

(a)  the amount of income or any particulars set forth or disclosed in any individual report or individual26

return required under this chapter or any other information secured in the administration of this chapter; or27

(b)  any federal return or federal return information disclosed on any return or report required by rule of28

the department or under this chapter.29

(2)  (a) The officers charged with the custody of the reports and returns may not be required to produce30
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them or evidence of anything contained in them in an action or proceeding in a court, except in an action or1

proceeding:2

(i)  to which the department is a party under the provisions of this chapter or any other taxing act; or3

(ii) on behalf of a party to any action or proceedings under the provisions of this chapter or other taxes4

when the reports or facts shown by the reports are directly involved in the action or proceedings.5

(b)  The court may require the production of and may admit in evidence only as much of the reports or6

of the facts shown by the reports as are pertinent to the action or proceedings.7

(3)  This section does not prohibit:8

(a)  the delivery to a taxpayer or the taxpayer's authorized representative of a certified copy of any return9

or report filed in connection with the taxpayer's tax;10

(b)  the publication of statistics classified to prevent the identification of particular reports or returns and11

the items of particular reports or returns; or12

(c)  the inspection by the attorney general or other legal representative of the state of the report or return13

of any taxpayer who brings an action to set aside or review the tax based on the report or return or against whom14

an action or proceeding has been instituted in accordance with the provisions of 15-30-2630.15

(4)  The department may deliver to a taxpayer's spouse the taxpayer's return or information related to16

the return for a tax year if the spouse and the taxpayer filed the return with the filing status of married filing17

separately on the same return. The information being provided to the spouse or reported on the return, including18

subsequent adjustments or amendments to the return, must be treated in the same manner as if the spouse and19

the taxpayer filed the return using a joint filing status for that tax year.20

(5)  Reports and returns must be preserved for at least 3 years and may be preserved until the21

department orders them to be destroyed.22

(6)  Any offense against subsections (1) through (5) is punishable by a fine not exceeding $500. If the23

offender is an officer or employee of the state, the offender must be dismissed from office or employment and24

may not hold any public office or public employment in this state for a period of 1 year after dismissal or, in the25

case of a former officer or employee, for 1 year after conviction.26

(7)  This section may not be construed to prohibit the department from providing taxpayer return27

information and information from employers' payroll withholding reports to:28

(a)  the department of labor and industry to be used for the purpose of investigation and prevention of29

noncompliance, tax evasion, fraud, and abuse under the unemployment insurance laws; or30
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(b)  the state fund to be used for the purpose of investigation and prevention of noncompliance, fraud,1

and abuse under the workers' compensation program.2

(8)  The department may permit the commissioner of internal revenue of the United States or the proper3

officer of any state imposing a tax on the incomes of individuals or the authorized representative of either officer4

to inspect the return of income of any individual or may furnish to the officer or an authorized representative an5

abstract of the return of income of any individual or supply the officer with information concerning an item of6

income contained in a return or disclosed by the report of an investigation of the income or return of income of7

an individual, but the permission may be granted or information furnished only if the statutes of the United States8

or of the other state grant substantially similar privileges to the proper officer of this state charged with the9

administration of this chapter.10

(9)  On written request to the director or a designee of the director, the department shall furnish:11

(a)  to the department of justice all information necessary to identify those persons qualifying for the12

additional exemption for blindness pursuant to 15-30-2114(4), for the purpose of enabling the department of13

justice to administer the provisions of 61-5-105;14

(b)  to the department of public health and human services information acquired under 15-30-2616,15

pertaining to an applicant for public assistance, reasonably necessary for the prevention and detection of public16

assistance fraud and abuse, provided notice to the applicant has been given;17

(c)  to the department of labor and industry for the purpose of prevention and detection of fraud and18

abuse in and eligibility for benefits under the unemployment compensation and workers' compensation programs19

information on whether a taxpayer who is the subject of an ongoing investigation by the department of labor and20

industry is an employee, an independent contractor, or self-employed;21

(d)  to the department of fish, wildlife, and parks specific information that is available from income tax22

returns and required under 87-2-102 to establish the residency requirements of an applicant for hunting and23

fishing licenses;24

(e)  to the board of regents information required under 20-26-1111;25

(f)  to the legislative fiscal analyst and the office of budget and program planning individual income tax26

information as provided in 5-12-303, 15-1-106, and 17-7-111. The information provided to the office of budget27

and program planning must be the same as the information provided to the legislative fiscal analyst.28

(g)  to the department of transportation farm income information based on the most recent income tax29

return filed by an applicant applying for a refund under 15-70-430, provided that notice to the applicant has been30
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given as provided in 15-70-430. The information obtained by the department of transportation is subject to the1

same restrictions on disclosure as are individual income tax returns.2

(h)  to the commissioner of insurance's office all information necessary for the administration of the small3

business health insurance tax credit provided for in Title 33, chapter 22, part 20;4

(i)(h)  to the department of commerce tax information about a taxpayer whose debt is assigned to the5

department of revenue for offset or collection pursuant to the terms of Title 17, chapter 4, part 1. The information6

provided to the department of commerce must be used for the purposes of preventing and detecting fraud or7

abuse and determining eligibility for grants or loans.8

(viii) a custodian acting pursuant to a custodian account that meets the requirements of section 401(f)11

of the Internal Revenue Code or the agents and employees of the custodian;12

(ix) a bank, credit union, or other financial institution that is subject to supervision or examination by13

federal or state banking authorities;14

(x)  a company that issues credit cards and that advances for and collects premiums or charges from the15

company's credit card holders who have authorized the company to do so, if the company does not adjust or16

settle claims;17

(xi) a person who adjusts or settles claims in the normal course of the person's practice or employment18

as an attorney and who does not collect charges or premiums in connection with life or disability insurance or19

annuities; or20

(xii) a person appointed as a managing general agent in this state whose activities are limited exclusively21

to those described in 33-2-1501(10) and Title 33, chapter 2, part 16.22

(4)  (a) "Business entity" means a corporation, association, partnership, limited liability company, limited23

liability partnership, or other legal entity.24

(b)  The term does not include an individual.25

(5)  "Consultant" means an individual who for a fee examines, appraises, reviews, evaluates, makes26

recommendations, or gives advice regarding an insurance policy, annuity, or pension contract, plan, or program.27

(6)  "Consultant license" means a document issued by the commissioner that authorizes an individual28

to act as an insurance consultant.29

(7)  "Exchange" means a health benefit exchange established by the state of Montana or an exchange30
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established by the United States department of health and human services in accordance with 42 U.S.C. 18031.1

(8)  "Home state" means the District of Columbia or any state or territory of the United States in which2

a person licensed under this chapter maintains a principal place of residence or a principal place of business.3

(10) "Insurance producer", except as provided in 33-17-103, means a person required to be licensed5

under the laws of this state to sell, solicit, or negotiate insurance.6

(19) "Negotiate" means the act of conferring directly with or offering advice directly to a purchaser or26

prospective purchaser of a particular contract of insurance concerning any of the substantive benefits, terms, or27

conditions of the contract if the person engaged in negotiation either sells insurance or obtains insurance from28

insurers for purchasers.29

(20) "Person" means an individual or a business entity.30
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(21) (a) "Public adjuster" means an adjuster employed retained by and representing the interests of the1

insured.2

(b)  The term does not include a person who provides an estimate of work to an insurer on behalf of an3

insured as long as the insured is notified of all communications between the person and the insurer related to the4

estimates.5

(22) "Sell" means to exchange a contract of insurance by any means, for money or the equivalent, on6

behalf of an insurance company.7

(23) "Solicit" means attempting to sell insurance or asking or urging a person to apply for a particular kind8

of insurance.9

health information under HIPAA privacy regulations must be delivered annually, as provided for in 33-19-202(1).25

(b)  To the extent that an insurer collects, discloses, or uses personal information that is not covered26

under the HIPAA notice of privacy practices, a separate Montana specific notice must be delivered pursuant to27

the provisions of 33-19-202.28

(c)  A disclosure authorization remains valid for a period that does not exceed 24 months, as provided29

for in 33-19-206(2).30

(d)  The reasons for an adverse underwriting decision must be specified, as provided for in 33-19-303.1

(e)  Disclosure of underwriting information is required, as provided for in 33-19-308.2

(2)  The commissioner may adopt rules regarding the exceptions from the exemption provisions3

described in subsection (1), including additional exceptions that embody substantive provisions of this chapter4

but would not be preempted by HIPAA privacy regulations.5

(3)  If a licensee considers itself exempt from a provision of this chapter for the reason provided in6

subsection (1), the licensee shall give written notice to the commissioner of that exemption and a brief statement7

describing why the licensee is a HIPAA-covered entity.8

(4)  A licensee may claim an exemption only for those lines of business that are subject to HIPAA privacy9

regulations.

(a)  if a licensee is subject to and in compliance with a federal regulation that is part of the federal health18

insurance portability and accountability privacy and security regulations, 45 CFR, parts 160 and 164, and the19

federal regulation with which the licensee complies is inconsistent with a provision of this chapter and not less20

protective of consumer privacy, the licensee is exempt from compliance with the inconsistent provision of this21

chapter;22

(b)  if a licensee considers itself exempt from a provision of this chapter for the reason provided in23

subsection (7)(a), the licensee shall give written notice to the commissioner of that exemption unless the24

requirements of this subsection (7) are preempted by HIPAA privacy regulations. The notice must include a25

statement of the reason for the claimed exemption."26

"33-19-202.  Notice of insurance information practices -- delivery of notice. A licensee shall provide29

a clear and conspicuous notice of information practices that accurately reflects its privacy policies and practices30
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to individuals about whom personal information is collected and disclosed by the licensee in connection with1

insurance transactions as follows:2

(1)  (a) Except as provided in subsection (2), in the case of a policyholder or certificate holder, a notice3

must be delivered by an insurance institution:4

insurance policy or certificate, unless the notice delivered to the policyholder or certificate holder pursuant to6

subsection (5)(a) when the policyholder or certificate holder was an applicant is still accurate; AND7

(ii) at least annually, the 12-month period for which may be defined by the insurance institution and must8

be used consistently. The notice to certificate holders required in this subsection (1)(a)(ii) is not required if the9

insurance institution has not had any communication, including receiving a claim, from a certificate holder since10

the initial or last annual notice provided to the certificate holder. within 30 60 days after any MATERIAL change,11

OTHER THAN TYPOGRAPHICAL, in the insurance institution's privacy policies or practices; and12

(iii) in the case of a policy renewed after July 1, 2001, no later than the policy renewal date, except that13

notice is not required in connection with a policy renewal if a notice meeting the requirements of this section has14

been given within the previous 12 months.15

(b)  When a policyholder or certificate holder obtains a new insurance product or service or when a policy16

is reinstated and any notices already provided are no longer accurate with respect to the new product, service,17

or reinstatement, a new or revised and accurate notice must be delivered to the policyholder or certificate holder18

no later than the time that the product or service is provided by the licensee or at the time of reinstatement.19

(2)  (a) An insurance institution is not required to meet the requirements of this section with respect to20

certificate holders until the insurance institution has personally identifiable information regarding the certificate21

holder.22

(b)  Until the notice requirements of subsection (1) are met, a third-party administrator or other agent or23

representative of an insurance institution may not disclose personal information, except as allowed in24

33-19-306(2).25

(3)  The notice required in subsection (1) must be in writing and must state:26

(a)  the categories of personal information that may be collected from persons other than the individual27

or individuals covered;28

(b)  if a licensee discloses personal or privileged information to a third party without an authorization29

A notice given pursuant to this subsection (5)(b) may be in an abbreviated form and24

must state that:25

(c)  A rate increase may be considered unjustified if the health insurance issuer provides data or7

documentation in connection with the increase that is incomplete, inadequate, or otherwise does not provide a8

basis upon which the reasonableness of an increase may be determined.9

(d)  Rates may be considered unfairly discriminatory if they violate 33-18-206, 33-22-526, 49-2-309, or10

other applicable state laws prohibiting discrimination in health insurance.11

(2)  In order to determine whether the proposed premium rates for health insurance coverage are not12

excessive, inadequate, unjustified, or unfairly discriminatory, the commissioner may consider:13

(a)  the health insurance issuer's financial position, including but not limited to surplus, reserves, and14

investment savings;15

(b)  historical and projected administrative costs and medical and hospital expenses, including medical16

trends;17

(c)  the historical and projected medical loss ratio;18

(d)  changes to covered benefits or health plan design, along with actuarial projections concerning cost19

savings or additional expenses related to those changes;20

(e)  changes in the health insurance issuer's health care cost containment and quality improvement21

efforts following the health insurance issuer's last rate filing for the same category of health plan;22

(f)  product development and startup costs, drug and other benefit costs or expenses, and product age23

and credibility;24

(g)  whether the proposed change in the premium rate is necessary to maintain the health insurance25

issuer's solvency or to maintain rate stability and prevent excessive rate increases in the future;26

(h)  historical and projected claims experience;27

(i)  trend projections related to utilization and service or unit cost;28

(j)  allocation of the overall rate increase to claims and nonclaims costs;29

(k)  allocation of current and projected premium for each enrollee each month;30
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(l)  the 3-year history of rate increases for the product or group of products associated with the rate1

increase if the product is 3 years old or older and otherwise any available rate history;2

(m)  employee and executive compensation data from the health insurance issuer's annual financial3

statements; and4

(n)  any other applicable information identified in administrative rules adopted pursuant to Title 33, except5

that the administrative rules may not include by reference any provisions of Public Law 111-148 and Public Law6

111-152 or any regulations promulgated under those laws.7

(3)  The commissioner shall review rate filings and, if applicable, shall provide a notice of deficiencies8

containing detailed reasons describing why the commissioner finds that the proposed premium rate is excessive,9

inadequate, unjustified, or unfairly discriminatory. The notice must be provided within 60 days of receipt of filing.10

(4)  Within 30 days after receiving a notice of deficiencies alleging that a proposed rate is excessive,11

inadequate, unjustified, or unfairly discriminatory, the insurer may amend its rate filing, request reconsideration12

based upon additional information, or, unless the rate is unfairly discriminatory pursuant to subsection (1)(d),13

implement the proposed rate, unless the rate is unfairly discriminatory, pursuant to subsection (1)(d).14

(5)  At the end of the 30-day period described in subsection (4), if the insurer implements a rate that the15

(b)  Except for the rates for the small business health insurance pool established in 33-22-2001, rates25

Rates for voluntary purchasing pool groups must be set pursuant to the provisions of 33-22-1809.26

(c)  At its discretion, premiums may be paid to the disability insurance policies, certificates, or contracts27

by the voluntary purchasing pool or by member employers.28

(7)  A person marketing disability insurance policies, certificates, or contracts for a voluntary purchasing29

(4)  "Branch business" means any insurance business transacted by a branch captive insurance company11

in this state.12

(5)  "Branch captive insurance company" means any foreign captive insurance company authorized by13

the commissioner to transact the business of insurance in this state through a business unit with a principal place14

of business in this state.15

(6)  "Branch operations" means any business operations of a branch captive insurance company in this16

state.17

(7)  (a) "Business entity" means a corporation, limited liability company, partnership, limited partnership,18

limited liability partnership, or other legal entity formed by an organizational document.19

(b)  The term does not include a sole proprietor.20

(8)  "Captive insurance company" means any pure captive insurance company, association captive21

insurance company, protected cell captive insurance company, incorporated cell captive insurance company,22

special purpose captive insurance company, or industrial insured captive insurance company formed or23

authorized under the provisions of this chapter.24

(9)  "Captive reinsurance company" means a captive insurance company authorized in this state that25

reinsures the risk ceded by any other insurer.26

(11) "Cash equivalent" means any short-term, highly liquid investment that is:29

(14) "Foreign captive insurance company" means any captive insurance company formed under the laws11

of any jurisdiction other than this state.12

(15) "Incorporated cell" means a protected cell of an incorporated cell captive insurance company that13

is organized as a corporation or other legal entity separate from the incorporated cell captive insurance company.14

(16) "Incorporated cell captive insurance company" means a protected cell captive insurance company15

that is established as a corporate or other legal entity separate from its incorporated cell that is organized as a16

separate legal entity.17

(17) "Industrial insured" means an insured:18

(a)  who procures the insurance of any risk or risks by use of the services of a full-time employee acting19

as an insurance manager or buyer;20

(b)  whose aggregate annual premiums for insurance on all risks total at least $25,000; and21

(c)  who has at least 25 full-time employees.22

(18) "Industrial insured captive insurance company" means any company that insures risks of the23

industrial insureds that comprise the industrial insured group and their affiliated companies.24

(19) "Industrial insured group" means any group that meets either of the following:25

(a)  the group collectively:26

(i)  owns, controls, or holds with power to vote all of the outstanding voting securities of an industrial27

insured captive insurance company incorporated as a stock insurer; or28

(ii) has complete voting control over an industrial insured captive insurance company incorporated as a29

mutual insurer; or30
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(b)  the group is a captive risk retention group.1

(20) "Member" means a sole proprietorship or business entity that belongs to an association.2

(21) "Mutual insurer" means a business entity without capital stock and with a governing body elected3

by the policyholders.4

(22) "Organizational document" means articles of incorporation, articles of organization, a partnership5

agreement, a subscribers' agreement, a charter, or any other document that establishes a business entity.6

(23) "Parent" means a sole proprietorship, business entity, or individual that directly or indirectly owns,7

controls, or holds with power to vote more than 50% of the outstanding voting securities of a captive insurance8

company.9

(24) "Participant" means a sole proprietorship or business entity and any affiliates that are insured by a10

protected cell captive insurance company in which the losses of the participant are limited through a participant11

contract to the participant's share of the assets of one or more protected cells identified in the participant contract.12

(25) "Participant contract" means a contract by which a protected cell captive insurance company insures13

the risks of a participant and limits the losses of each participant in the contract.14

(26) "Protected cell" means a separate account established by a protected cell captive insurance15

company formed or authorized under the provisions of this chapter, in which an identified pool of assets and16

liabilities are segregated and insulated, as provided in this chapter, from the remainder of the protected cell17

captive insurance company's assets and liabilities in accordance with the terms of one or more participant18

contracts to fund the liability of the protected cell captive insurance company with respect to the participants as19

set forth in the participant contracts.20

(27) "Protected cell assets" means all assets, contract rights, and general intangibles identified with and21

attributable to a specific protected cell of a protected cell captive insurance company.22

(28) "Protected cell captive insurance company" means any captive insurance company:23

(a)  in which the minimum capital and surplus required by applicable law are provided by one or more24

sponsors;25

(b)  that is formed or authorized under the provisions of this chapter;26

(c)  that insures the risks of separate participants through participant contracts; and27

(d)  that funds its liability to each participant through one or more protected cells and segregates the28

assets of each protected cell from the assets of other protected cells and from the assets of the protected cell29

captive insurance company's general account.30
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(29) "Protected cell liabilities" means all liabilities and other obligations identified with and attributable to1

a specific protected cell of a protected cell captive insurance company.2
