NEW SECTION.  Section 1.  Construction projects -- hearings required -- notice. (1) After the12

commission has selected and prioritized a construction project under 60-2-110 that is estimated to cost $1 million13

or more, the department shall hold public hearings as provided in this section.14

(2)  The department shall hold a public hearing on the project at least once a year until the request for15

bids is issued. An additional public hearing must be held no longer than 6 months before the request for bids is16

issued. The hearings must be held in the area where the project will occur and in areas likely to be impacted by17

the project.18

(3)  (a) For each proposed project, the department shall  establish and maintain a list of:19

(i)  all local government entities within which the project will be located or that are likely to impacted by20

the project; and21

(ii) organizations and associations that represent motorists and commercial motor vehicle companies and22

operators, local chambers of commerce and economic development entities, and any other organizations or23

entities that represent travelers or those who regularly use highways for recreational or business purposes.24

(b)  The department shall solicit contact information from the entities identified under subsection (3)(a)25

and shall provide to the entities notification of the date, time, and location of the hearings. Public notice of the26

hearings must also be provided.27
