ACCOUNT; PROVIDING FOR OTHER MATTERS RELATING TO THE APPROPRIATIONS; PROVIDING FOR 9 

A TRANSFER OF FUNDS FROM THE STATE GENERAL FUND TO THE LONG-RANGE BUILDING 10 

PROGRAM MAJOR REPAIR AND CAPITAL DEVELOPMENT ACCOUNTS; PROVIDING APPROPRIATIONS 11 

FOR OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE; PROVIDING DEFINITIONS; PROVIDING FOR A TRANSFER OF 12

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA: 17 

 18 

NEW SECTION. Section 1. Definitions. For the purposes of [sections 1 through 11 9], unless 19 

otherwise stated, the following definitions apply: 20 

(1) "Authority only" means approval provided by the legislature to expend money that does not require 21 

an appropriation, including grants, donations, auxiliary funds, proprietary funds, nonstate funds, and university 22 

funds. 23 

(2) “Major repair” means capital projects provided for in 17-7-201(7). 24 

(3) “Capital development” means capital projects provided for in 17-7-201(2). 25 

(4) "Capital project" means the planning, design, renovation, construction, alteration, replacement, 26 

furnishing, repair, improvement, site, utility, or land acquisition project provided for in [sections 1 through 11 9].27 

 (5) "LRBP major repair" or "LRBP MR" means the long-range building program major repair account 28 
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in the capital projects fund type provided for in 17-7-221. 1 

(6) "LRBP capital development" means the long-range building program capital development account 2 

in the capital projects fund type provided for in 17-7-209. 3 

(7) "Other funding sources" means money other than LRBP money, state special revenue, or federal 4 

special revenue that accrues to an agency under the provisions of law. 5 

(8) “SBECP” means funds from the state building energy conservation program account in the capital 6 

projects fund type which may be utilized on either or both major repair and capital development projects. 7

NEW SECTION. Section 2. Major repair projects appropriations and authorizations. (1) The 9 

following money is appropriated to the department of administration for the indicated major repair projects from 10 

the indicated sources. Funds not requiring legislative appropriation are included for the purpose of 11 

authorization. The department of administration is authorized to adjust capital project amounts within the 12 

legislative intent of the major repair account-funded projects, subject to available revenues, if approved by the 13 

office of budget and program planning, and transfer the appropriations, authority, or both among the necessary 14 

fund types for these projects: 15

ITS MISSION. TO MINIMIZE DISRUPTION TO THE AGENCIES AND MINIMIZE COSTS, THE CONFIGURATIONS SHOULD MINIMIZE 14 

MOVES FROM CURRENT SPACE AND REMODELING COSTS. 15 

(III) CONSIDER HOW TO USE THE UNOCCUPIED SPACE IN THE BUILDING FOR THE NEEDS OF THE AGENCIES TO 16 

MEET THEIR MINIMUM SPACE NEEDS. IF THE AGENCIES DO NOT USE ALL OF THE UNOCCUPIED SPACE, THEN THE 17

The department of administration may proceed 20 

with the planning and design of capital projects in [either or both sections 2 and 3] prior to the receipt of other 21 

funding sources. The department may use interentity loans in accordance with 17-2-107 to pay planning and 22 

design costs incurred before the receipt of other funding sources. 23

NEW SECTION. Section 7. Capital projects -- contingent funds. If a capital project is financed, in 25 

whole or in part, with appropriations contingent upon the receipt of other funding sources, the department of 26 

administration may not let the project for bid until a financial plan and agreement with the agency has been 27 

approved by the director of the department of administration. A financial plan and agreement may not be 28 
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approved by the director if: 1 

(1) the level of funding and authorization provided under the financial plan and agreement deviates 2

NEW SECTION. Section 8. Review by department of environmental quality. The department of 7 

environmental quality shall review capital projects authorized in [either or both sections 2 and 3] for potential 8 

inclusion in the state building energy conservation program (SBECP) under Title 90, chapter 4, part 6. When a 9 

review shows that a capital project will result in energy or utility savings and improvements, that project must be 10 

submitted to the energy conservation program for funding consideration by the SBECP. Funding provided 11 

under the energy conservation program guidelines must be used to offset or add to the authorized funding for 12 

the project, and the amount will be dependent on the annual utility savings resulting from the capital project. 13 

Agencies must be notified of potential funding after the review and are obligated to utilize the SBECP funding, if 14 

available.

"22-3-1303. Account -- Montana heritage center construction. There is an account in the capital 8 

projects fund established in 17-2-102 known as the Montana heritage center construction account. The tax 9 

collections allocated in 15-68-820(3)(a) must be deposited in the account until December 30, 2024 2025. The 10 

money in the account is authorized to the department of administration and may be used only for capital 11 

construction of the Montana heritage center." 12

NEW SECTION. Section 9. Appropriation. There is appropriated $37 million $41 MILLION from the 14 

account in the capital projects fund established in 22-3-1303 to the department of administration in accordance 15 

with 17-7-212 for capital construction of the Montana heritage center. Any funds in excess of $37 million $41 16 

MILLION in the account must be transferred to the general fund and the account closed upon completion of the 17 

project.
