A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT GENERALLY REVISING CRIMINAL DRUG LAWS; REMOVING 4 

ITEMS RELATED TO TESTING DRUGS FROM THE LIST OF PARAPHERNALIA; ADDING KRATOM TO THE 5 

LIST OF SPECIFIC DANGEROUS DRUGS INCLUDED IN SCHEDULE I OF THE CONTROLLED 6 

SUBSTANCES ACT; REMOVING THE LIMITATION ON THE TYPE OF TETRAHYDROCANNABINOLS THAT 7 

MUST BE PRESENT TO CONSTITUTE DRIVING UNDER THE INFLUENCE; AMENDING SECTIONS 45-10-8 

103, 50-32-222, AND 61-8-1002, MCA; AND PROVIDING AN IMMEDIATE EFFECTIVE DATE.” 9

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF MONTANA: 11 

 12 

Section 1. Section 45-10-103, MCA, is amended to read: 13 

"45-10-103. Criminal possession of drug paraphernalia. Except as provided in Title 16, chapter 12, 14 

or 50-32-609, it is unlawful for a person to use or to possess with intent to use drug paraphernalia to plant, 15 

propagate, cultivate, grow, harvest, manufacture, compound, convert, produce, process, prepare, test, analyze, 16 

pack, repack, store, contain, conceal, inject, ingest, inhale, or otherwise introduce into the human body a 17 

dangerous drug. A person who violates this section is guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be 18 

imprisoned in the county jail for not more than 6 months, fined an amount of not more than $500, or both. A 19 

person convicted of a first violation of this section is presumed to be entitled to a deferred imposition of 20 

sentence of imprisonment." 21

SECTION 2. SECTION 50-32-222, MCA, IS AMENDED TO READ: 23 

"50-32-222. Specific dangerous drugs included in Schedule I. Schedule I consists of the drugs 24 

and other substances, by whatever official, common, usual, chemical, or brand name designated, listed in this 25 

section.

(4) Hallucinogenic substances. Unless specifically excepted or listed in another schedule, any 11 

material, compound, mixture, or preparation that contains any quantity of the following is a hallucinogenic 12 

substance, including salts, isomers, and salts of isomers whenever the existence of those salts, isomers, and 13 

salts of isomers is possible within the specific chemical designation: 14 

(a) alpha-ethyltryptamine, also known as etryptamine, monase, alpha-ethyl-1H-indole-3-15 

ethanamine, 3-(2-aminobutyl) indole, alpha-ET, and AET; 16 

(b) alpha-methyltryptamine, also known as AMT; 17 

(c) 4-bromo-2,5-dimethoxyamphetamine, also known as 4-bromo-2, 5-dimethoxy-alpha-18 

methylphenethylamine, and 4-bromo-2,5-DMA; 19 

(d) 4-bromo-2,5-dimethoxyphenethylamine, also known as 2-(4-bromo-2,5-dimethoxyphenyl)-1-20 

aminoethane, alpha-desmethyl DOB, and 2C-B, Nexus; 21

dibenzo[b,d]pyran and synhexyl; 25 

(aa)(bb) peyote, meaning all parts of the plant presently classified botanically as lophophora williamsii 26 

lemaire, whether growing or not; the seed of the plant; any extract from any part of the plant; and every 27 

compound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mixture, or preparation of the plant, its seed, or extracts; 28 
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(bb)(cc) N-ethyl-3-piperidyl benzilate; 1 

(cc)(dd) N-methyl-3-piperidyl benzilate; 2 

(dd)(ee) psilocybin; 3 

(ee)(ff) psilocyn; 4 

(ff)(gg) tetrahydrocannabinols, including synthetic equivalents of the substances contained in the plant 5 

or in the resinous extractives of cannabis, or synthetic substances, derivatives, and their isomers with similar 6 

chemical structure and pharmacological activity, such as those listed in subsections (4)(ff)(gg)(i) through 7 

(4)(ff)(gg)(iii). Because nomenclature of these substances is not internationally standardized, compounds of 8 

these structures, regardless of numerical designation of atomic positions covered, are included in the category 9 

as follows: 10 

(i) delta 1 (delta 9) cis or trans tetrahydrocannabinol and its optical isomers; 11 

(ii) delta 6 cis or trans tetrahydrocannabinol and its optical isomers; and 12 

(iii) delta 3,4 cis or trans tetrahydrocannabinol and its optical isomers; 13 

(gg)(hh) ethylamine analog of phencyclidine, also known as N-ethyl-1-phenylcyclohexylamine, (1-14 

phenylcyclohexyl)ethylamine, N-(1-phenylcyclohexyl)ethylamine, cyclohexamine, and PCE; 15 

(hh)(ii) pyrrolidine analog of phencyclidine, also known as 1-(1-phenylcyclohexyl)-pyrrolidine, PCPy, 16 

and PHP; 17 

(ii)(jj) thiophene analog of phencyclidine, also known as 1-[1-(2-thienyl)-cyclohexyl]-piperidine, 2-18 

thienyl analog of phencyclidine, TPCP, and TCP; 19 

(jj)(kk) 1-[1-(2-thienyl)cyclohexyl]pyrrolidine, also known as TCPy; 20 

(kk)(ll) synthetic cannabinoids, including: 21 

(i) unless specifically excepted or listed in another schedule, any chemical compound chemically 22 

synthesized from or structurally similar to any material, compound, mixture, or preparation that contains any 23 

quantity of a synthetic cannabinoid found in any of the following chemical groups, or any of those groups that 24 

contain synthetic cannabinoid salts, isomers, or salts of isomers, whenever the existence of those salts, 25 

isomers, or salts of isomers is possible within the specific chemical designation, including all synthetic 26 

cannabinoid chemical analogs in the following groups: 27 

(A) naphthoylindoles, whether or not substituted in the indole ring to any extent or the naphthyl ring 28 
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to any extent; 1 

(B) naphthylmethylindoles, whether or not substituted in the indole ring to any extent or the 2 

naphthyl ring to any extent; 3 

(C) naphthoylpyrroles, whether or not substituted in the pyrrole ring to any extent or the naphthyl 4 

ring to any extent; 5 

(D) naphthylmethylindenes, whether or not substituted in the indene ring to any extent or the 6 

naphthyl ring to any extent; 7 

(E) acetylindoles, whether or not substituted in the indole ring to any extent or the acetyl group to 8 

any extent; 9 

(F) cyclohexylphenols, whether or not substituted in the cyclohexyl ring to any extent or the phenyl 10 

ring to any extent; 11 

(G) dibenzopyrans, whether or not substituted in the cyclohexyl ring to any extent or the phenyl ring 12 

to any extent; and 13 

(H) benzoylindoles, whether or not substituted in the indole ring to any extent or the phenyl ring to 14 

any extent; 15 

(ii) any compound that has been demonstrated to have agonist binding activity at one or more 16 

cannabinoid receptors or is a chemical analog or isomer of a compound that has been demonstrated to have 17 

agonist binding activity at one or more cannabinoid receptors; 18 

(iii) 1-pentyl-3-(1-naphthoyl)indole (also known as JWH-018); 19 

(iv) (6aR,10aR)-9-(hydroxymethyl)-6, 6-dimethyl-3-(2-methyloctan-2-yl)-6a,7,10,10a-20 

tetrahydrobenzo[c]chromen-1-ol (also known as HU-210 or 1,1-dimethylheptyl-11-hydroxy-delta8-21 

tetrahydrocannabinol); 22

(mm)(nn) substituted cathinones, including any compound, except bupropion or compounds listed in 13 

another schedule, structurally derived from 2-amino-1-phenyl-1-propanone by modification in any of the 14 

following ways: 15 

(i) by substitution in the phenyl ring to any extent with alkyl, alkoxy, alkylenedioxy, haloalkyl, 16 

hydroxyl, or halide substituents, whether or not further substituted in the phenyl ring by one or more other 17 

univalent substituents; 18 

(ii) by substitution at the 3-position with an alkyl substituent; 19 

(iii) by substitution at the nitrogen atom with alkyl or dialkyl groups, or by inclusion of the nitrogen 20 

atom in a cyclic structure; and 21 

(iv) any lengthening of the propanone chain between carbons 1 and 2 to any extent with alkyl 22 

groups, whether further substituted or not; 23 

(nn)(oo) any compound not listed in this code, in an administrative rule regulating controlled 24 

substances or approved for use by the United States food and drug administration that is structurally derived 25 

from 2-amino-1-phenyl-1-propane by modification in any of the following ways: 26 

(i) by substitution in the phenyl ring to any extent with alkyl, alkoxy, alkylenedioxy, haloalkyl, or 27 

halide substituents, whether or not further substituted in the phenyl ring by one or more other univalent 28 
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substituents; 1 

(ii) by substitution at the 3-position with an alkyl substituent; 2 

(iii) by substitution at the nitrogen atom with alkyl or dialkyl groups, or by inclusion of the nitrogen 3 

atom in a cyclic structure; and 4 

(iv) any lengthening of the propane chain between carbons 1 and 2 to any extent with alkyl groups, 5 

whether further substituted or not. 6 

(5) (a) For the purposes of subsection (4), the term "isomer" includes the optical, positional, and 7 

geometric isomers. 8 

(b) Subsection (4)(kk) (4)(ll) does not apply to synthetic cannabinoids approved by the United 9 

States food and drug administration and obtained by a lawful prescription through a licensed pharmacy. The 10 

department of public health and human services shall adopt a rule listing the approved cannabinoids and shall 11 

update the rule as necessary to keep the list current. 12 

(6) Depressants. Unless specifically excepted or listed in another schedule, any material, 13 

compound, mixture, or preparation that contains any quantity of the following substances is a depressant 14 

having a depressant effect on the central nervous system, including salts, isomers, and salts of isomers 15 

whenever the existence of those salts, isomers, and salts of isomers is possible within the specific chemical 16 

designation: 17 

(a) gamma-hydroxybutyric acid, also known as gamma-hydroxybutyrate, 4-hydroxybutyrate, 4-18 

hydroxybutanoic acid, sodium oxybate, sodium oxybutyrate, and GHB; 19 

(b) mecloqualone; and 20 

(c) methaqualone. 21 

(7) Stimulants. Unless specifically excepted or listed in another schedule, any material, compound, 22 

mixture, or preparation that contains any quantity of the following substances is a stimulant having a stimulant 23 

effect on the central nervous system, including its salts, isomers, and salts of isomers: 24 

(a) aminorex, also known as aminoxaphen, 2-amino-5-phenyl-2-oxazoline, and 4,5-dihydro-5-25 

phenyl-2-oxazolamine; 26 

(b) cathinone, also known as 2-amino-1-phenyl-1-propanone, alpha-aminopropiophenone, 2-27 

aminopropiophenone, and norephedrone; 28 
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(c) fenethylline; 1 

(d) methcathinone, also known as 2-(methylamino)-propiophenone, alpha-2 

(methylamino)propiophenone, 2-(methylamino)-1-phenylpropan-1-one, alpha-N-methylaminopropiophenone, 3 

monomethylpropion, ephedrone, N-methylcathinone, methylcathinone, AL-464, AL-422, AL-463, and UR1432, 4 

including its salts, optical isomers, and salts of optical isomers; 5 

(e) 4-Methylaminorex (cis isomer), also known as U4Euh, McN-422; 6 

(f) (levo-dextro) cis-4-methylaminorex, also known as (levo-dextro) cis-4, 5-dihydro-4-methyl-5-7 

phenyl-2-oxazolamine; 8 

(g) N-benzylpiperazine, also known as 1-benzylpiperazine or BZP; 9 

(h) N-ethylamphetamine; and 10 

(i) N,N-dimethylamphetamine, also known as N,N-alpha-trimethyl-benzeneethanamine and N,N-11 

alpha-trimethylphenethylamine. 12 

(8) Substances subject to emergency scheduling. Any material, compound, mixture, or preparation 13 

that contains any quantity of the following substances is included in this category: 14 

(a) N-[1-benzyl-4-piperidyl]-N-phenylpropanamide (benzylfentanyl), its optical isomers, salts, and 15 

salts of isomers); and 16 

(b) N-[1-(2-thienyl)methyl-4-piperidyl]-N-phenylpropanamide (thenylfentanyl), its optical isomers, 17 

salts, and salts of isomers). 18 

(9) If prescription or administration is authorized by the Federal Food, Drug and Cosmetic Act, then 19 

any material, compound, mixture, or preparation containing tetrahydrocannabinols listed in subsection (4) must 20 

automatically be rescheduled from Schedule I to the same schedule it is placed in by the United States drug 21 

enforcement administration. 22 

(10) Dangerous drug analogues. Unless specifically excepted or listed in another schedule, this 23 

designation includes any material, compound, mixture, or preparation defined in 50-32-101 as a dangerous 24 

drug analogue." 25

Section 3. Section 61-8-1002, MCA, is amended to read: 27 

"61-8-1002. Driving under influence. (1) A person commits the offense of driving under the influence 28 
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if the person drives or is in actual physical control of: 1 

(a) a vehicle or a commercial motor vehicle upon the ways of this state open to the public while 2 

under the influence of alcohol, any drug, or a combination of alcohol and any drug; 3 

(b) a noncommercial vehicle upon the ways of this state open to the public while the person's 4 

alcohol concentration, as shown by analysis of the person's blood, breath, or other bodily substance, is 0.08 or 5 

more; 6 

(c) a commercial motor vehicle within this state while the person's alcohol concentration, as shown 7 

by analysis of the person's blood, breath, or other bodily substance, is 0.04 or more; 8 

(d) a noncommercial vehicle or commercial motor vehicle within this state while the person's delta-9 

9-tetrahydrocannabinol tetrahydrocannabinol level, excluding inactive metabolites, as shown by analysis of the 10 

person's blood or other bodily substance, is 5 ng/ml or more; or 11 

(e) a vehicle within this state when the person is under 21 years of age at the time of the offense 12 

while the person's alcohol concentration, as shown by analysis of the person's blood, breath, or other bodily 13 

substance, is 0.02 or more. 14 

(2) Upon the trial of any civil or criminal action or proceeding arising out of acts alleged to have 15 

been committed by any person driving or in actual physical control of a vehicle while under the influence of 16 

alcohol, the concentration of alcohol in the person at the time of a test, as shown by analysis of a sample of the 17 

person's blood, breath, or other bodily substance drawn or taken within a reasonable time after the alleged act, 18 

gives rise to the following inferences: 19 

(a) if there was at that time an alcohol concentration of 0.04 or less, it may be inferred that the 20 

person was not under the influence of alcohol; 21 

(b) if there was at that time an alcohol concentration in excess of 0.04 but less than 0.08, that fact 22 

may not give rise to any inference that the person was or was not under the influence of alcohol, but the fact 23 

may be considered with other competent evidence in determining the guilt or innocence of the person; and 24 

(c) if there was at that time an alcohol concentration of 0.08 or more, it may be inferred that the 25 

person was under the influence of alcohol. The inference is rebuttable. 26 

(3) The provisions of subsection (2) do not limit the introduction of any other competent evidence 27 

bearing on the issue of whether the person was under the influence of alcohol, drugs, or a combination of 28 
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alcohol and drugs. 1 

(4) Each municipality in this state is given authority to enact this section, with the word "state" 2 

changed to read "municipality", as an ordinance and is given jurisdiction of the enforcement of the ordinance 3 

and the imposition of the fines and penalties provided in the ordinance. 4 

(5) Absolute liability, as provided in 45-2-104, is imposed for a violation of this section. 5 

(6) When the same acts may establish the commission of an offense under subsection (1), a 6 

person charged with the conduct may be prosecuted for a violation of another relevant subsection under 7 

subsection (1). However, the person may be convicted of only one offense under this section or of a similar 8 

offense under previous laws of this state." 9
