12 of 1-ton-capacity-26,000 26,001 GVW or greater—passengerbus;-ortruck-tractor TOWING A TRAILER ON @

13 mountain pass or on a similar stretch of highway designated by the department of transportation as a place

14  where traction control devices may-be-ARE POTENTIALLY required shall carry in the vehicle APPROVED traction
15 control devices prescribed by the department.

16 (2) A PERSON WHO VIOLATES THE PROVISIONS OF THIS SECTION SHALL BE PUNISHED BY A FINE OF $225

17 FOR A FIRST OFFENSE AND NOT LESS THAN $225 OR MORE THAN $500 FOR SUBSEQUENT OFFENSES.

18 2)(3) The department may adopt administrative rules to implement this section.
