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Note: Any boundariesin counties that are adjacent to but not included in the Southcentral Region that are included
in aproposed plan (i.e. Park, Meagher, Broadwater Counties) will not be adopted until comment is heard from the
persons in those respective counties. The counties will be subject to any ripple effect, however, upon the tentative
adoption of other region plans.

The plans will be adopted with the caveat that there will need to be minor adjustments as boundaries receive closer
scrutiny and additional checks are performed on the adopted plans. Any adopted plan will be subject to change as
the Commission moves around the state.

SOUTHCENTRAL REGION
Y dlowstone, Carbon, Stillwater, Sweet Grass,
Whestland, Golden Vdley, and Mussdshdl Counties

OVERVIEW

There are 4 plans prepared for thisregion. Plans 100, 200, and 400 were prepared by Commission
gaff after vistswith Clerk and Recorders, Democratic and Republic Centrd Committees, Legidators,
and interested partiesin each region. Plan 300 was submitted by Commissioner Joe Lamson. All
maps, regardless of source, are publications of the Legidative Services Divison which is satutorily
charged with providing staff and technica support to the Commission.

For countiesincluded in thisregion, al plans solit Y elowstone and Carbon Counties for population
reasons. Plans 100, 200, and 400 split Sweet Grass County and complete this region at the Park
County and Gallatin County line. Plan 300 keeps Sweet Grass intact and ends this region at the Sweet
Grass County and Park County line. Thiswill require part of Park County to eventualy be joined with
Gdlain County in the next region. Plans 200 and 400 dso illudirate potentid splitsto Meagher or
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Broadwater Counties for population reasons,; those counties will be completed with the Southwest
region.

Population figures and digtrict descriptions for districts that may share counties in the Southeast or
Centrd Regions are included for reference.  Didtrict numbers are only descriptive, they do not
necessarily correspond with potentia senate pairings or the numbers that may be assigned after the
Commission completes redidricting the entire Sate.

Numbering between Plans 100, 200, and 400 is consstent with the Southeast Region. Plan 300
numbering is not consistent between regions. The numbers in this document refer to the Southcentral
Region digtrict numbering illustrated on the maps. (Southeast Region numbers will be referenced in
parentheses).

Proposed digtrict 10 is composed of the eastern third of Fergus County and Petroleum County (Centra
Region) for atotal of 1,514 persons. Whestland, Golden Valey, and Mussdshdl Counties (current
House Didtrict 8) complete this proposed didtrict. Thereis no longer aportion of Y dlowstone County
(Broadview) in thisdidtrict asin current House Didtrict 8.

Proposed digtrict 27 (Southeast Region) includes the southern third of Rosebud County including the
Northern Cheyenne Reservation and south (3,697 persons). The area around, but not including,
Colgripisincluded. West of Highway 39 and south of alocal government boundary isincluded. East
of Highway 39 the boundary follows a county road that paralesthe RR tracks to Peabody Mine/South
Fork Cow Creek to the county road that becomes Highway 447 to the north. This district includes
Ashland, Birney, Lame Deer, Muddy, Busby, and a portion of Hardin. The didtrict includes eastern Big
Horn County (4,925 persons) including portions of the Crow Reservation. The boundary isbasicdly I-
90 with a couple exceptions:. it follows the frontage road between Lodge Grassto 11 miles north
(exidting digtrict boundary). The boundary follows the existing didtrict line around Crow Agency (in
proposed district 28) and follows the Frontage Road north to Sarpy Road and 1-90 into Hardin. The
Hardin portion of the digtrict is north of 4th to the existing digtrict line and north to county road 282.
Highway 47 serves as the boundary north to the county line.

Proposed digtrict 28 (Southeast Region) includes the western half of Big Horn County and the areain
Hardin south of 4th and in the existing didtrict. It dso includes Wyola, Lodge, Grass, Crow Agency,



. Xavier, Pryor, and Fort Smith. It aso includes the Crow Reservation portion of Y elowstone
County and north of Big Horn County line up to 1-94 (portions of current HD 7) about 26 miles east of
Huntley to the Custer School Didtrict line (Y éllowstone County - 909 persons).

Proposed digtrict 29 (Southeast Region) includes Garfidld, McCone, Prairie, Wibaux Countiesin ther
entirety, and parts of Dawson, Rosebud, and Treasure. The Dawson County portion (1,439 persons)
includes south of Highway 200, south of the Glendive city limits and south of 1-94. The Rosebud
County portion (962 persons) includes the northern third of the county, not including Forsyth. Treasure
County north of 1-94 (706 persons) including Hysham isin this district.

Proposed digtrict 30 (Southeast Region) includes Forsyth and Colstrip from Rosebud County (4724
persons), Treasure County south of 1-94 (155 persons), Y dlowstone County including Custer,
Bdlantine, Worden, and Huntley, including more area west to Highway 87 north of, and not induding,
Shepherd (3,814 persons).

Proposed digtrict 31 includes northwestern Y ellowstone County, including Broadview, Acton,
Shepherd. The southern boundary is the school district boundary between Molt/Broadview School
Didtricts and the Elder Grove School Didtrict and the Rimrocks and Highway 3. 1t includes north of the
arport boundary and north of Wicks Lane east to Lake EImo and north of Mary to Five Mile Creek
and the Yelowstone River. The boundary follows Crooked Creek west to Highway 87, which it
follows north to the county line.

Proposed digtrict 32 includes the area south of the Y ellowstone River including the Blue Creek and
Lockwood School Didtricts and east to Pryor Creek Road. It excludes asmall area north of Jellison
and west of Billings Blvd and goes south to the Crow Reservation line,

Proposed digtrict 33 includes most of existing House Didtrict 12 in the east Billings Haights area. It
loses the portion west of Lake ElImo Drive north of Wicks and gains the area south of Mary to the
Ydlowstone River.

Proposed didtrict 34 includes dl of the existing House Didtrict 11 and adds the areain the city limits
north and west of Senators Blvd and Alkali Creek Road and the area south of Alkali Creek Road and
north of the existing boundary.

Proposed digtrict 35 includes an area between the Rimrocks and Montana Ave from Main St on the
eadt to 5th St W north of Broadwater Ave.

Proposed didtrict 36 includes the area south of Montana Ave, west of the Y ellowstone River to
Orchard Ave and south of 1-90 west to Billings Blvd.



Proposed digtrict 37 includes a smdl area south of the Y elowstone River north of Jalison and west of
Billings Blvd (part of the Newman School boundary). The digtrict includes south of 1-90 between
Billings Blvd and east of Wise Lane, and north of 1-90 between 1/2 mile west of

Shiloh and south of King, an area between Central and Monad between 24th St W and 32nd St W,
and between Monad and King between 36th and 24th St W, and asmall area east of 36th St W.

Proposed didtrict 38 is north of Montana Avenue, east of 24th St W between King Ave and Centra
Ave. Between Centra Avenue and Broadwater is east of Divison Street to 13th St. W and between
12 St W and Virginia Lane south of Grand Ave.

Proposed digtrict 39 is north of Centra Avenue between 24th St W and 13th St W south of
Broadwater and west of 12th St W north of Broadwater. The northern boundary isthe Big Ditch with
asmall area south of Colton between 21st and 17 StSW.

Proposed digtrict 40 is south of the Rimrocks and west of Arvin &t to 27th St N, between Poly and
Colton /Big Ditch east of Meadowood to Virginia Lane and south of the ditch between 12th St W and
Virginia Lane south to Grand Ave.

Proposed digtrict 41 is between the Rimrocks and Colton Ave between Arvin and 46th St W. North
of Rimrock Road isincluded in this digtrict between 62nd St W and Arvin, basicdly the Y ellowstone
Country Club area. The area above the Rimrocks south of Highway 3 and east of Zimmerman Trall is
inthisdidrict.

Proposed didtrict 42 includes the area north of Centra Ave between 48th St W and 24th s W south of
the Big Ditch and Colton Blvd. A smdl areawest of 21 St W north of the BBWA Cand (cand) isdso
inthisdidtrict.

Proposed digtrict 43 includes the area east of the county line between north of Laurel and up to the
north Elder Grove School Didtrict line. West of Laurd the boundary follows Old Hwy 10.The
boundary follows the northern city limits of Laurd to east of Laurd at Locust and Main and follows
Main to 72nd where it follows the Canyon Creek School Digtrict northern boundary . Proposed
district 43 includes the area between Central and Monad west of 32nd St W and between Monad and
King Ave wes of 36th & W, excluding asmdl part south of Stillwater.

Proposed digtrict 44 includes dl of the Canyon Creek School Didtrict and the South School Didtrict
and the area between 1-90 and Old US Hwy 10 and all of the city limits of Laurd west of Locust. The
southeastern boundary is the Crow Reservation line.

Proposed district 45 includes Carbon County except for the Roscoe precinct 13 (126 persons).
Carbon County had in excess of +5% of the ided ditrict population (9,522 persons or +5.54%).



Proposed didtrict 46 includes the Roscoe precinct 13 from Carbon County, dl of Stillwater County and
Sweet Grass County (964 persons) east of, and not including Big Timber. The boundary includesthe
eagtern Big Timber city limits and north to Howie and Tin Can Hill roads, Where 1-90 and the city
limits meet the boundary follows I-90 east to Hwy 10 and follows Hwy 10 south to a school didtrict line
that intersects with the precinct boundary between precincts 3 and 5 about 7.5 miles south of Big
Timber. Thisdigrict contains Greydiff from Sweet Grass County.

Proposed digtrict 47 includes existing House Didtrict 26 in its entirety and aso adds the area northeast
of town south and east of Willow Creek and south and west of Ferry Creek (an additiond 356
persons). Thisassgsin absorbing additiona population growth in the Carbon and Stillwater Counties
area.

Proposed digtrict 48 includes Big Timber and the bulk of Sweet Grass County (2,645 persons) and the
remainder of Park County outside of the Livingston didtrict (6,741 persons).

Proposed district 29 (Southeast Region) includes the northern two-thirds of Rosebud County reuniting
Colgtrip with Forsyth and northern Rosebud County (5,684 persons). All of Treasure County is
included and a portion of Y elowstone County (2,877 persons). This includes the portion of the
Huntley Project School Didrict thet is north of 1-94 and Huntley, Bdlantine, and Worden.

Proposed digtrict 30 (Southeast Region) includes the southern third of Rosebud County (3,699
persons) including the Northern Cheyenne Reservation and south. The area around but not including
Coldripisincluded. West of Highway 39 usesthe existing HD 5 boundary. East of Highway 39 the
boundary follows a county road that parallels the RR tracks to Peabody mine/South Fork Cow Creek
to the county road that becomes Highway 447 to the north. This district includes Ashland, Birney,
Lame Deer, Muddy, Busby, and a portion of Hardin. The didtrict includes eastern Big Horn County
(4,986 persons) including portions of the Crow Reservation. The boundary is basicaly 1-90 with a
couple exceptions: between Wyola and Lodge Grassiit follows the Frontage Road, it o followsthe
frontage road north of Lodge Grass (exigting digtrict boundary). The boundary follows the existing
digrict line around Crow Agency (in proposed digtrict 28) and follows the existing didtrict lineto
Highway 87 into Hardin. The Hardin portion of the didrict is north of 4th and 5th along the exigting
digtrict line except the boundary is now Heimat Road. Proposed district 30 includes the areanorth to
county road 282. Highway 47 serves as the boundary north to the county line.



Proposed didtrict 31 (Southeast Region) includes the western haf of Big Horn County (7,685 persons)
and the areain Hardin south of 4th and in the existing digtrict. 1t dso includes Wyola, Lodge, Grass,
Crow Agency, St. Xavier, Pryor, and Fort Smith. It dso includes the Crow Reservation portion of

Y ellowstone County and north of Big Horn County line up to 1-94 (portions of current HD 7) east of
Huntley to the Y dlowstone County line, including Cudter. (Y elowstone County - 1114 persons)

Proposed digtrict 32 includes al of Musselshell, Golden Vdley, and Wheetland Counties and most of
Meagher County including White Sulphur Springs (1,635 persons). The boundary in Meagher County
uses Highway 360 from the Broadwater County line to the Smith River and joins Highway 12 1/2 miles
south of White Sulphur. The boundary becomes Highway 89 at the junction.

Proposed digtrict 33 includes northwestern Y ellowstone County including Broadview, Acton, and
Shepherd. At the western county line it includes some of the Elder Grove School Didtrict joining King
Ave at 88th St W to 64th St W. The eastern boundary becomes 62nd St W north of Grand Ave. The
digtrict is north of Shorey and Alkai Creek Roads. In the heights areg, it includes the area north of
Mary Road and east of Bitterroot to the Y elowstone River. The boundary follows the Shepherd
School Didtrict boundary on the east.

Proposed digtrict 34 includes the Blue Creek and Lockwood School Didtricts and the area west of
Pryor Creek Road south of the Y dlowstone River. At South Billings Blvd, the northern boundary
becomes Jellison. The southern boundary is the Crow Reservation line.

Proposed ditrict 35 includes current House Didtrict 11 in its entirety and adds the area north of Wicks
and west of the cana to about Greenbriar.

Proposed didtrict 36 is the same as current House Didtrict 12.

Proposed didtrict 37 isthe area between south of Montana Ave and the Y ellowstone River west to
Orchard and north of 1-90.

Proposed digtrict 38 is below the Rimrocks and north of Montana Ave from Main S west to 5th St W
north of Grand Ave and between Broadwater and Grand Aves east of 7th St W.

Proposed digtrict 39 is north of Broadwater Ave west of 24th St W to 7th St W, and between Grand
and Avenue F between 24th St W to 5th St W. The district is south of Colton west of 13th St W.

Proposed didtrict 40 is between the Rimrocks and Poly Drive between Rehberg Laneand N 27th S,
includes the area north of Colton and the cand that is south of Poly Drive, and includes between Poly
Drive and Avenue F from 12th & W to VirginiaLane.



Proposed digtrict 41 includes a smadl area south of the Y ellowstone River north of Jellison between
south Billings Blvd and the Canyon Creek School Didtrict. The area between 1-90 and Y dlowstone
River from Wise to Canyon Creek Ditch isin this district and north of 1-90 it includes the area about
1/2 mile west of Shiloh and south of King to west of Orchard Ave. Thisdidrict isbasicdly the Elysian
School Didtrict plus an area north of King Ave to Monad between 20th and 36th Sts W and the area
between Monad and Central between the cana and Pueblo.

Proposed digtrict 42 includes an area north of Montana Ave and south of Broadwater Ave east of 24th
S, north of King Aveit includes east of 20th St W.

Proposed digtrict 43 includes the area north of Billings including north of Colton Ave between Rehberg
and 32nd. North of Rimrock Road east of 62nd and the Molt Road east to Forsythia. The area south
of Shorey/Alkali Creek Road and north and west of the airport above the Rimrocksisin this district.

Proposed digtrict 44 includes the area between 48th St and 24th St W north of Central Ave and south
of Colton Blvd.

Proposed digtrict 45 is a suburban/rura district between Billings and Laurd. It includes between 48th
S W and 64th St W south of Rimrock, to south of the Y ellowstone River including the South and
Canyon Creek School Didtricts. The southeastern boundary is the Crow Reservation line.

Proposed district 46 includes Laurd and most of existing House Didtrict 22, except a portion to the
north that isin the Elder Grove School Didrict.

Proposed district 47 includes Carbon County except for Roscoe precinct 13 (126 persons). Carbon
County had in excess of +5% of the ided district population (9,522 persons or +5.54%).

Proposed digtrict 48 includes Roscoe (precinct 13) from Carbon County, dl of Stillwater County and
eastern Sweet Grass County (825 persons).  The boundary in Sweet Grass County uses the existing
boundary for House Didtrict 24 until the junction of Highway 191 and the Montana Rall Link Railroad
east of Big Timber. At tha junction, the boundary follows the railroad until south of Big Timber about 5
miles where it joins existing school digtrict and precinct boundaries due south to the county line.

Proposed district 49 includes most of existing House District 25 and adds a grester portion of Sweet
Grass County (2,784 persons) southwest of Big Timber (and loses a smdl area around Livingston).

Proposed digtrict 50 includes dl of existing House Didtrict 26 and adds the area north of Livingston to
Ferry Creek and west of Livingston to O'Rea Creek (adding approximately 681 persons). This
alows more of Sweet Grass County to be in proposed district 49 and absorbs population growth from
Carbon and Stillwater Counties.

Proposed didtrict 29 (Southeast Region) includes portions of Custer, Rosebud Treasure, Big Horn, and
Y elowstone Counties. The Custer County portion is south of 1-94 and west of Highway 59 (506
persons). The Rosebud portion (5,016 persons) isthe centrd third including Colstrip and Forsyth area
(south of the Y ellowstone River about 10 miles east of Forsyth and Forsyth). Treasure County south of
1-94 isincluded (155 persons). Big Horn County (706 persons) north of the Crow and Northern
Cheyenne Resarvation lines is dso included, not including any of Hardin; basicdly the Foster School
Didtrict west of 1-90 and east of 1-90 using aroad that runs pardld to Little Ninemile Creek.

Proposed digtrict 30 (Southeast Region 32) includes portions of Powder River, Rosebud, and Big Horn
Counties. In Powder River County it includes the areawest of Highway 59, not including Broadus and
some other census blocks not included in the Broadus census designated place (788 persons). In
Rosebud County (3412 persons) it includes the Northern Cheyenne Reservation and south. This digtrict
includes Ashland, Birney, Lame Deer, Muddy, Busby, and a portion of Hardin. In Big Horn County it
includes the eastern portion of the Crow Reservation including Wyola. The northern boundary is the
Crow Reservation Boundary and the Northern Cheyenne Reservation boundary.

Proposed didtrict 31 (Southeast Region 33) includes the remainder of the Crow Reservation and a
portion of Hardin in Big Horn County including Lodge Grass, Crow Agency, St. Xavier and Pryor
(7,901 persons). It adso includes the Crow Reservation portion of Y ellowstone County and an area
north of that boundary that includes south of the Y dlowstone River on the western county line, including
much of the South School Didtrict, south of the Hillcrest and Vandermeer Roads, and south of Blue
Creek and Bender Roads (699 persons).

Proposed digtrict 32 (Southeast Region 30) includes the northern third of Rosebud County (955
persons and not including Forsyth), northern Treasure County (706 persons), north of 1-94 including
Hysham, Y dlowstone County north of the Y dlowstone River and 1-94 west to Highway 87 (2978
persons).. The areanorth of the Shepherd/Acton Road, east of Twelve Mile, and north of Chicago is
inthisdidrict, including Shepherd. All of Mussdlshdl County isincluded in this didrict.

Proposed digtrict 33 includes northwestern Y ellowstone County including Broadview and Acton and
the areawest of Highway 87. The southwestern boundary is Canyon Creek to King Ave and then
following the BNSF railroad tracks north to Grand Ave to 54th St W to the Rimrocks. Thisdigtrict
includes the Y dlowstone Country Club area, the area north of Highway 3 including the airport, Moon
Vadley, and Alkdi Creek. In the heights, the area north of Sharon and Mary Streetsisin thisdidtrict
and east of Bitterroot to the Y ellowstone River. The area south of the Shepherd/Acton Road, west of
Twelve Mile, and south of Chicago isin thisdidrict.

Proposed digtrict 34 includes most of existing House Didrict 12, excluding the portion north of Sharon
and west of Main.
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Proposed digtrict 35 includes the eastern haf of existing House Didtrict 11. An area north of Wicksto
Greenbriar has been added and the area west of Senators Blvd (most of Alkali Creek) has been
excluded.

Proposed digtrict 36 includes the area south of the Rimrocks east of N 27th &t north of 4th Ave and
east of N 20th St north of Montana Ave. It includes the area roughly north of Burlington to Beverly
Hills Blvd/12th & W and a 6th St W south of Avenue F.

Proposed digtrict 37 includes an area south of Montana Ave and east of S. 27th St. The area south of
4th Ave N from N 20th S to Divison isdso in thisdigtrict. From Division, the digtrict jogs down to
State Ave over to the Ydlowstone River. The areafrom 17th St W to 12th between Grand Ave and
Terry Aveisdso in thisdidrict and from 12th S W it is south of Burlington.

Proposed digtrict 38 includes the areawest of N. 27th St and south of the Rimrocksto 17th St W,
north of Beverly Hills Blvd. The area south of Colton Ave and east of 24th S W to 13th S W isin this
digtrict, asis north of Avenue F to 6th StW.

Proposed district 39 is north of Central and State Ave from 24th St W east to 31t St N. The northern
boundary is Grand Ave from 24th St W to 17th St W, then Custer Ave and from 15th St it becomes
Terry Ave whereiit jogs down 35th St to 4th Ave N.

Proposed didtrict 40 includes the area between Centra Ave and King Ave from the Canal to Newman.
North of Centra Aveit includes the area bounded by the candl, Broadwater Ave, and 24th SEW. An
additional area south of 1-90 isincluded bounded by Monroe on the east and Mitchell on the south.

Proposed didtrict 41 includes the area south of State and east of Monroe to the Y elowstone River, the
area south of Mitchell east of Newman, and the area south of King Ave west to Shiloh.

Proposed district 42 includes east of Blue Creek, Lockwood, and out to the Pryor Creek Road south
of the Y dlowstone River to the Crow Reservetion line.

Proposed digtrict 43 iswest of 17th St W south of the Rimrocks out to Zimmerman Trail north of
Rimrock Road and west to Shiloh. It includes the area north of Grand Ave to Country Manor, north of
Avenue D to Rehberg Lane and north of Colton to 17th StW.

Proposed didtrict 44 is between Shiloh and 24th between Broadwater and Grand Aves, including south

of Colton between Country Manor and 24th St W. Between Broadwater and Monad west of the
cand and between Monad and King Aves between 32nd and 34th StsW.
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Proposed digtrict 45 is the suburban/rura district between Billings and Laurel from Highway 3 to the
north to south of the Y dlowstone River west of Blue Cregk. It bounds the Laurd district on the west at
Cove Ditch.

Proposed didtrict 46 isthe Laurd digtrict and includes most of existing district 22, losing the area east of
Cove ditch and between [-90 and the Y ellowstone River east of Hwy 212.

Proposed digtrict 47 includes most of Carbon County excluding the area north of Highway 212 and
State Highway 421. Jolietisinthisdigrict. Carbon County had in excess of +5% of theided didtrict
population (9,522 persons or +5.54%).

Proposed digtrict 48 includes the area north of Highway 212 and State Highway 421, not including
Joliet, from Carbon County (640 persons) and dl of Stillwater County.

Proposed didtrict 49 (Southeast Region 31) includes dl of Golden Valley, Whesatland, Sweet Grass,
and Meagher Counties.

Proposed didtrict 21 (Southeast Region) includes the remainder of Fergus County the western
boundary is Arméll's Creek and following Precincts 16 and 1's boundaries south to Gilt Edge east of
Lewistown. It o includes Petroleum, Garfield, McCone, and Mussdshell Countiesin their entirety.

Proposed district 29 (Southeast Region) includes the northern two-thirds of Rosebud County reuniting
Forsyth and the northern county with Colstrip (5975 persons). All of Treasure County isincluded and
in'Y ellowstone County, Custer, Balantine, and Worden are included (2472 persons). Thisis most of
current HD 4, excluding Huntley and the areaimmediatdly south.

Proposed district 30 (Southeast Region) includes dl of Powder River County, the southern third of
Rosebud County (3408 persons) including the Northern Cheyenne Reservation, the eastern hdf of Big
Horn County (4046 persons) including the Northern Cheyenne Reservation portion and eastern Crow
Reservation. Thisdidtrict includes Ashland, Birney, Lame Deer, Muddy, Busby. The didtrict includes
eastern Big Horn County including portions of the Crow Reservation, Wyola, and a portion of Hardin.
The boundary is 1-90 south to Crow Agency, the eastern Crow Agency boundary, and 6 miles south
then follows the frontage road south about 22 miles and then uses aloca government boundary around
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the Wyolaarea. The Hardin portion of the district adds the area between 1-90 and Crawford but loses
the areawest of the city limits and south of county road 155. Two Leggins Cand serves asthe
boundary north to the precinct boundary between precincts 1 and 3.

Proposed digtrict 31 (Southeast Region) includes the western hdf of the Crow Reservation including
Lodge Grass, Crow Agency, Pryor, St. Xavier and the Crow Reservation portion of Y ellowstone
County (419 persons). It aso adds some additiona areain Hardin south of 1-90 and east of Crawford.
The boundary to the north is the precinct boundary between precincts 1 and 3 and then follows Two
Leggins Cand into Hardin.

Proposed digtrict 32 is northwestern Y elowstone County, including Broadview, Acton, Shepherd.
The southern boundary is the school district boundary between Molt/Broadview School Didtricts and
the Elder Grove Schoal Didtrict and the Rimrocks and Highway 3. It is north of the airport boundaries
and north of Wicks Laneto Lake EImo and north of Mary to Five Mile Creek and the Y ellowstone
River. The northern boundary is the Shepherd School Didrict line,

Proposed district 33 includes Lockwood School Didtrict and east including Huntley. The eastern
boundary follows the railroad tracks from 8th east of Huntley to the Big Horn County line. The digtrict
goes south to the Crow Reservation line and the boundary of existing House Didtrict 6.

Proposed digtrict 34 includes the Blue Creek School Didtrict south of the Y ellowstone River and north
of the Y ellowstone River to 1-90 east of Shackelford. Where Hogan's Soough and 1-90 meset, the
digtrict follows the railroad tracks east to State Ave, and follows State Ave east to Riversde which is
the eastern boundary south to theriver. The southern boundary is the Crow Reservation.

Proposed digtrict 35 is much of existing House Didtrict 12. The areaeast of Bitterroot to the
Y dlowstone River is added. The area north of Wicks and west of Lake Elmo is excluded.

Proposed digtrict 36 isthe eastern hdf of existing House Didtrict 11, excluding the area east of Senators
Blvd and adding the area north of Wicks and west of Lake ElImo north to gpproximately Greenbriar.

Proposed digtrict 37 includes the area south of the Rimrocks and east of N. 27th St and the area south
to the Y elowstone River and includes the areawest of N. 27th St that is south of the 1-90 business
loop (Montana Ave/lst Ave), north of State Ave and east of Riverside.

Proposed didtrict 38 isthe areawest of N 27th S that is south of Poly Drive and north of the 1-90
businessloop that is east of 6th St W. It dso includes the area between Grand and Broadwater Aves.
east of 12th St W. The areanorth and east of 8th and Miles Ave (Broadwater School neighborhood)
isinthisdidrict.
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Proposed ditrict 39 is north of Grand Ave to Poly Drive from 21 St W to 6th St W and north of Poly
Driveto the Rimrocks from 17th St W to N. 27th S.

Proposed didtrict 40 is north of Grand Ave to the Highway 3 on the Rimrocks from Zimmerman Trail to
17th St W north of Poly Drive and between about 34th St W and 21 St W between Poly Drive and
Grand Ave.

Proposed digtrict 44 includes the South and Canyon Creek School Digtricts south of 1-90, the city of
Laurel and south of the Laurel arport road east of Laurel. 1t dso includes the Silesa area from Carbon
County (691 persons). The southeastern boundary is the Crow Reservation.

Proposed didtrict 45 includes the Elder Grove School District area to the western Y élowstone County
line, the areaimmediately north of Laurel and the areanorth of Laure arport road and awest of 72nd
S W, north of King Ave and west of 48th St W, north of Centra and west of Shiloh, and the area
between Grand and Montana Hwy 3 from Zimmerman Trail and about 34th St W.

Proposed digtrict 46 is Carbon County excluding the Silesaarea. Carbon County had in excess of
+5% of the ided district population (9,522 persons or +5.54%).

Proposed digtrict 47 is Stillwater County in its entirety and the Greycliff area of Sweet Grass County
(549 persons).

Proposed district 48 includes the bulk of Sweet Grass County(3,060 persons), including Big Timber,
and the remainder of Park County excluding the Livingston area (6,350 persons).

Proposed didtrict 49 isthe Livingston area containing al of existing House Didtrict 26 plus additiona

area north of the Y ellowstone River east to Hwy 89 and south of gpprox. Crazy Head Creek and west
of Livingston to O'Rea Creek.
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
